DEFINITIONS

A. BSNL: - BSNL means Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited and its successors.

B. CMD: - The CMD means Chief Managing Director of BSNL and his successors.

a. Chief General Manager

b. Principal General Manger

c. General Manager

C. The SSA Head: - The SSA Head means the Head of Telecom District i.e. TDM, Balangir and his successors.

D. The jurisdiction of the SSA Head: - The jurisdiction of TDM, Balangir means Balangir SSA which coincides geographically with revenue district of Balangir and Sonepur.
E. Representative of TDM, Balangir: - Representative of TDM, Balangir means officer and staff for the time being in Balangir SSA deputed by the TDM, Balangir for inspecting or supervising the work or testing etc.

F. Contract: - The contract means the documents forming the tender and acceptance thereof and the formal agreement between the BSNL Balangir and the contractor together with the document referred to therein including the terms and conditions of the contract the specification, designs, schedules, drawings and instruction issued from time to time by the Telecom District Manager, Balangir and all these documents taken together shall deemed to form one contract and shall be complimentary to one. In the contract, following expression shall unless where the context otherwise required have the meaning hereby respectively assigned to them.

G. Work: - The expressing “work” shall unless there be something either in the subject or context repugnant to such construction, be constructed and taken to mean the work by or by virtue of the contract contracted to be executed whether temporary or permanent and whether original, altered, substituted of additional.

H. Contractor: - The “contractor” shall mean the individual or firm or company whether incorporated or not undertaking the works and shall include the legal personal representative or such individual or the person composing such firm or company of the successors of such firm or company and permitted assignees or such individual or firms or company.

I. Government of India: - Government of India shall mean the B.S.N.L.

J. Contractor Rate: - Contractor Rate shall mean the rates of payment accepted by TDM, Balangir for and on behalf of BSNL.

K. Normal Time: - Normal Time means the time specified in the work order.

L. Extension Time: - Extension Time means time granted by TDM, Balangir in addition to Normal Time.

M. CoAdmnecing Day: - CoAdmnecing Day means the date when the Contractor coAdmnences the work on work order.
N. Service: - Service shall mean the performance of any of the items of work enumerated in schedule of service including such auxiliary additional and incidental duties, services and operation as may be indicated by TDM, Balangir or any person authorized by him in this behalf.

ANNEXURE – IV
GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS ​
1) ELIGIBILITY
i. The tenderer must have dealership/ distributors for PCs & Accessories of Computer.

ii. He must have experience of supplying of PCs & Accessories of Computer to an amount of Rs. 2 lakhs in the last financial year 2009-10 in State/Central Govt. / PSU offices. A certificate should be enclosed thereof. The certificate should have been issued by an officer not below the rank of Deputy General Manager or equivalent.

iii. The tenderer must submit the latest return filed copy as well as firm Registration particulars at the time of submitting tender. Photocopies must be signed by the tenderer. The original documents will have to be produced at the time of final negotiation.

iv. The tenderer must submit the self attested photocopy of PAN Card.

v. The contractor must submit the photocopies of Sales Tax Registration/ TIN number.

vi. Inexperienced person/contractors who are not fulfilling the terms & conditions are not permitted to participate. Tender form will not be issued to them.

vii. All the above mentioned certificates and documents must be self attested. The original documents will have to be produced at the time of final negotiation if required by the tender committee.

2) BID SECURITY (EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT)
i. Earnest Money Deposit of Rs. 8000/- (Rupees eight thousand) only is to be paid by each tenderer through a crossed Demand Draft/ Bankers Cheque drawn on any Nationalized Banks/ Scheduled Bank in favour of Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL, O/o the TDM, Balangir or Cash in form of ACG-67 to AO (Cash), O/o the TDM, Balangir.
ii. No interest is payable on the Earnest Money Deposit. The earnest money deposit of unsuccessful tenderer will be refunded within reasonable time after final decision of the tender, normally within six month from the date of opening of the tender.
iii. Earnest Money Deposit is liable to forfeited in case the tenderer
a) Withdraws the tender offer before finalization of the same.
b) Fails to accept the offer when his/their tender is accepted.
c) Fails to pay the Security Deposit within the stipulated time.
d) Fails to execute the Agreement within stipulated time.
e) Fails to carry out the work within stipulated time limit.
3) VALIDITY PERIOD FOR ACCEPTANCE OF TENDER
i. The tender would be valid for acceptance up to 240 days after opening of tender.
ii. Approved tender will remain valid for acceptance for a period of one year from the date of agreement. The tenderers shall not be entitled to revoke or cancel his tender or to vary the tender submitted or in term thereof during this period of one year.
iii. The validity period of approved tender may be further extended for three months or more by TDM under same terms and conditions, if required by the BSNL, Balangir.
4) METHOD OF PREPARTAION OF BID
4.1 Bid for each tender should be submitted in three envelopes placed inside a main cover. These envelopes should contain the followings

On all these envelopes the name of the firm and whether “Cost of tender document” OR “Bid Security” OR “Qualifying Bid” OR “Financial Bid” must be clearly mentioned and should be properly sealed (with sealing wax, packing PVC tape) and addressed to Asst. General Manager (CM), O/o the TDM, Balangir. These envelopes are to be placed inside an outer envelope and properly sealed (with sealing wax, packing PVC tape). The tenders which are not submitted in above-mentioned manner shall be rejected. All envelopes (03 inner & one outer) must bear the above mentioned documents etc.
4.2 All the envelopes must be addressed to Asst. General Manager (CM), O/o the TDM, Balangir with Tender NIT No. and firm name clearly. The tenders which are not submitted in above-mentioned manner shall be rejected.
4.3 The tenderer will be bound by all terms and conditions & specifications as detailed in the tender documents.
4.4 Any tender with conditions other than those specified in the tender document is liable to be rejected. No modification by the contractor in any of the conditions will be permitted after the tender is opened.

5) LATE/ DELAYED TENDER
Late tenders (i.e. tenders received after the specified time of opening), delayed tenders (i.e. tenders received before the time of opening but after the due dated and time of receipt of tenders) shall be rejected and returned unopened to the bidder.
6) OPENING OF BIDS
6.1 The Tender Opening Committee (TOC) shall open the bids in the presence of bidders or his authorized representatives who choose to attend at 16: 00 Hrs on due date. The bidder’s representatives who are present shall sign in an attendance register. The bidder shall submit authorized letter to this effect before they are allowed to participate in the bid opening.
6.2 A maximum of two (2) representatives for any bidder shall be authorized and permitted to attend the bid opening.
6.3 The Bids shall be opened in the following manner
6.3.1 The Bid opening committee shall count the number of bids and assign serial number to the bids. For example, if 10 tenders have been received the bids shall be numbered as 1 of 10, 2 of 10 etc. All the members shall initial on the outer envelopes of all the bids with date.

6.3.2 The envelopes containing the tender offer which are not properly sealed, as mentioned in the tender document shall not be opened and shall be rejected outright. Closing the cover by gum will not be treated as sealed covered. The reasons for not opening such tender offers shall be recorded on the face of the envelope and all the members of bid opening committee shall initial with date.

6.3.3 First the outer envelope containing the three envelopes shall be opened. The bid opening committee shall initial on all envelopes with date.

6.3.4 The bidders who have submitted proper bid security amount as per tender document, their “QUALIFYING BID” Envelope “B” shall be opened and papers/ documents submitted by the bidder shall be examined and recorded by the TOC. After opening the qualifying bid, all the documents contained therein shall be serially numbered and signed by the bid opening committee members.
6.4 The financial bid shall be opened in the following manner; 
6.4.1 The envelope marked Envelope “C” “Financial Bid” will be opened only for qualified tenders in “Qualifying Bid.”
6.4.2 After opening the “Financial Bid” the bidder’s name, bid prices, modification, bid withdrawals and such other details, the TOC, at its discretion, may consider appropriate; will be announced at the time of opening.
6.4.3 In case there is discrepancy in figures and words in the quote, the same shall be announced in the bid opening, but the quote in words shall prevail.
7) SPECIAL RIGHTS OF TDM, BALANGIR
i. In case of any dispute between the two contracting parties, the decision of the TDM, Balangir will be final.
ii. The TDM, Balangir is not bound to accept the lowest tender, and also reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders so received without assigning any reason.
iii. The TDM, Balangir reserves the right to disqualify such bidders who have a record of not meeting the contractual obligations against earlier contracts entered with BSNL.
iv. The TDM, Balangir reserves the right to increase or decrease the duration and validity of the contract from normal one year duration and also reserves in the interest of the BSNL, Balangir.
v. In case any dispute, case would be referred to the TDM, Balangir or any other authority looking after the duties of TDM, Balangir and he would be the sole arbitrator. His decision would be final and binding on all cases.
vi. Tenders with any condition including that of conditional/ unconditional rebates shall be rejected forthwith.
8) AWARD OF CONTRACT
i. The TDM, Balangir reserves the right to award the work to more than on bidder, if required in the in the interest of BSNL, Balangir.
ii. The TDM, Balangir reserves the right at the time of award of contract to increase or decrease up to 25% of the quantity of goods and specified in the schedule of requirement without any change in unit-wise price and other terms and conditions
iii. The successful tenderer shall be required to executer an agreement on a non-judicial stamp paper of appropriate value at his own cost.
iv. In the event failure of the tender to sign agreement within 15 days of being called upon to do so or in the event of his failure to start the work as stipulated, the amount of Earnest Money and/or initial Security Deposit shall stand forfeited and the acceptance of the tender shall be reconsidered and revoked which shall not amount to imposing penalty.
9) Incase of any loss/ demurrage during the transit, the case will be lodged by the supplier with the concerned authority on receipt from the consignee/paying authority.
10) PENALITY CLAUSE
Liquidation Damage charge will be @ 0.5% for delay per week or part thereof for first 10 weeks. Thereafter, it will be @ 0.7% for delay per week or part thereof for next 10 weeks.
11) NEAR RELATIVE 
i. The contractor shall not be permitted to participate in the tender if any of his near relative is working as an official in any capacity in BSNL. He should submit a declaration that, none of his/her near relative is employed in BSNL.
ii. By the term “near relative” is meant wife, husband, parents and grand parents, children and grand children, brother and sister, uncles and aunts and cousins and their corresponding in-laws.
iii. The bidder should give a declaration that none of his/ her near relative is working in the unit as defined below where he is going to apply for the tender. In case of proprietorship firm certificate will be given by the proprietor. For partnership firm certificate will be given by all the partners and in case of limited company by all the Directors of the company excluding Government of India/ Financial Institution nominees and independent non-official part time Directors appointed by Govt. of India or Governor of the State. Due to any breach of these conditions by the company or firm or any other person, the tender will be cancelled. Bid Security will be forfeited any stage whenever it is noticed and BSNL will not pay any damage to the company or firm or the concerned person.
The company or firm or the person will also be debarred for further participation in the concerned unit.

The near relatives for this purpose are defined as; -

a. Members of a Hindu Undivided Family.
b. They are husband and wife.
c. The one is related to the other in the manner as father, mother, son (s) & son’s wife (daughter in law), daughter (s) & daughter’s husband (son in law), brother (s) and brother’s wife, sister’s husband (brother in law).
The format of the certificate to be given is “I ………………………………………. S/o ……………………………… R/o ……………………….. hereby declare that one of my relative (s) as defined in the tender document. In case at any stage, it is found that the information given by me is false/ incorrect, BSNL shall have absolute right to take any action as deemed fit without any prior intimation to me.”

12) PAYMENT TERMS & CONDITIONS
i. Payment will be made against the bills submitted by the contractor. The bills will be submitted in duplicate dully certified by the consignee that the items are received in good condition and as per specification specified in the tender and the items are working satisfactorily. The bills issued at the completion of one full work contained in the purchase order.
ii. 90% of the payment will be made after successfully delivery of the items in good condition. Remaining 10% will be retained as Security Deposit which will be released after one year subject to satisfactory performance of the items.
iii. Payment will be made through account payee cheque payable though the nationalized banks of the TDM, Balangir as per availability of the funds. The TDM, Balangir will not bear any collection charges. 
13) STANDARDS
The goods supplied under this contract shall conform to the standards mentioned in the Technical Specification given in Annexure-V.
14) DELIVERY
Delivery of the goods as per the list enclosed in the purchase order, are to be made by the supplier in accordance with the terms specified by the purchaser in the said Tender and the goods shall remain at the risk of the supplier until delivery has been completed. The delivery of the goods shall be on site. For the purpose of this clause ‘site’ means place where consignee has taken delivery. The goods are to be delivered to the purchaser within 30 days from the date of purchase order.
15) WARRANTY
The contractor shall give the warranty that stores to be supplied shall be new and free from all defects in material, workmanship and manufacture and shall be of the highest grade and consistent with the established and generally accepted standards for materials of the type ordered and shall perform in full conformity with the specification. For PCs & Accessories for one year warranty has to be given by the supplier for entire product. Any defect found both in hardware and software, the faulty hardware or software has to be repaired or replaced free of cost within the period of warranty. Warranty will start from the date of receipt of the items in good condition by the consignee.
16) DELAYS IN THE SUPPLIER’S PERFORMANCE
i. Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by the Supplier in with the time schedule specified by the BSNL, Balangir in its Purchase Order. In case the supply is not completed in the stipulated delivery period as indicated in the purchase order, reserves the right to short done/ cancel this purchase order and/ or recover liquidated demurrage charges. The cancellation/ short closing of the order shall be at the risk and responsibility of the supplier and BSNL, Balangir reserves the right to purchase balance non-supplied items at the risk and cost of the defaulting vendor.
ii. Delay by the supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the supplier liable to any or all of the following sanctions; forfeiture of its performance security, imposition of liquidated demurrages and / or termination of the contract for default. The quantum of liquidated demurrages has been indicated in various clauses mentioned in this document.
iii. If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or sub-contractors should encounter condition impeding timely delivery of the goods and performance of service, the supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its causes. As soon as practicable after receipt of the suppliers notice, the purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at its discretion extend the Period for performance of the contract with/without liquidated demurrages after mutual discussions with the supplier.
iv. The supply of PCs & Accessories etc must be completed within the prescribed time limit/ date. The TDM, BSNL, Balangir reserves the right to terminate the contract, if contractor fails to complete the delivery within the specified time/ date and fails to comply with the provisions of terms and conditions of this tender. EMD/ SD is liable to be forfeited for breach of contract/ delay of work/ supply of bad quality of materials.
v. Tender should be valid for acceptance up to 3 months from the date of Opening. Validity of approved tender would be for one year from the date of agreement.
17) TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT
i. The purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default, sent to the supplier, terminate this contract in whole or in part;
a) If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time periods specified in the contract or any extensions thereof granted by the Purchaser pursuant to clause.
b) If the supplier fails to perform any other obligation under the contract; and
c) If the supplier, in either of the above circumstances, does not remedy his failure within a period of 30 (thirty) days (or such longer period as the purchaser may authorize in writing) after receipt of the default notice from the purchaser.
ii. In the event the Purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, pursuant to Para-I the, Purchaser may procure upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, goods similar to those undelivered and the supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess cost for such similar goods. However, the supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.
18) REPLACEMENT OF DEFECTIVE MATERIALS
If the materials is found defective or fails to meet the requirement of the contract before it is taken over the consignee shall give the contractor a notice stating for details of such defect or failure. The contractor shall forthwith arrange to replace the same by good and to make it comply with the requirements of the contract. The replacement shall be made at site by the contractor free of cost to the purchaser.
19) TERMINATION FOR INSOLVANCY
The Purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by giving written notice to the supplier without compensation to the supplier. If the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent as declared by the competent court provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.
20) SET OFF
Any sum of money due and payable to the contractor (including security deposit refundable to him) under this contract may be appropriated by the purchaser of the BSNL or any other person or persons contracting through the BSNL and set off the same against any claim of the purchaser or BSNL. Or such other person or persons or payment of a sum of money out of this contract or under any other contract made by the contracting with the purchaser or such other person or persons contracting through the BSNL.
21) ARBITRATION CLAUSE
i. In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under this agreement or in connection therewith except as to matter the decision of which is specifically provided under this agreement the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the Chief General Manager, Orissa Telecom Circle, Bhubaneswar in case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted whether in addition to the functions of the CMD, BSNL or by whatever designations such officer may be called (herein after referred to as the said officer) and if the CMD, BSNL or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with Arbitration and Conciliation Act-1996.
There will be no objection to any such appointment that the arbitrator is BSNL Servant or that he has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as BSNL Servant he has expressed views on all or any of the matter under dispute.

The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties. In the event of such arbitrator to whom the matter accordance with terms of the agreement  and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessors.

ii. The Arbitrator may form time to time with the consent of parties enlarge the time for making and publishing the award, subject to aforesaid Arbitration and Conciliation Act-1996 and the Rules made there under, any  modification thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.
22) DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITTED ALONGWITH BID DOCUMENT
i. Tender should be submitted in prescribed format only (Not transferable to others) and should be signed by; -
a) Sole proprietor of the firm, in case of proprietary firm.
b) Authorized signatory/ partner in case of partnership firm.
c) Authorized signatory in case of others.
ii. Tender form should be filled legibly in English or Hindi.
iii. No erasing or over writing would be permitted. In case of correction, it would be encircled, rewritten and properly initial by authorized signatory.
iv. The tender must be accompanied with the following documents otherwise tender would be ignored.
a) Photocopy of latest income tax returned filed copy.
b) Photocopy of PAN Card.
c) Photocopy of registration of firm.
d) Experience Certificate of supplying PCs & Accessories during the last financial year-2009-10 of amount not less than Rs. 2, 00,000/- in State/ Central Govt. / PSU. The certificate must have been issued by an officer not below the rank of Deputy General Manager or equivalent. 
e) TIN/ Sales Tax Registration of the Firm/ Gumasta.
f) Declaration in original regarding no relatives in BSNL.
g) Photocopy of Dealership/ Distributorship Certificates.
