4.1 The supplier has to deposit performance security @ 5% of approved cost of tender after adjusting amount deposited as EMD with in 10 days from the date of issue of letter. The suppliers (Small Scale Units) who are registered with NSIC under SINGLE POINT REGISTERATION SCHEME are exempted from payments of performance security for an amount up to their approved monetary limit for which the unit is registered. That the award of the arbitration shall be final and binding on both the parties .In the event of such arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred to vacates his office on resignation or otherwise or refuses to do work or being unable to act as arbitrator for any reason whatsoever , the Chief General Manager Telecom, BSNL,Orissa Circle,Bhubaneswar shall appoint another person  to act as Arbitrator and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed further with reference from the stage at which it was left by his predecessor. The ------------------(opposite party name) will have no objection in any such appointment that Arbitrator so employed is an employee of BSNL  The adjudication of such Arbitrator shall be governed by the provision of Arbitration Act 1996,or any statutory modification or re-enactment there of or any rules made thereof.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

Annexure-II

The following points may be taken into consideration:-

1. As per clause 25 of Sec-II of bid document there is provision for varying quantities up to the extent of 25% (In increase case) and decrease up to any extent without any change in unit price i.e. basic cost of one directory copy after finalisation of basic cost on negotiations etc. viz. Col. 4(A) of price schedule in section-VI and without any change in the other terms conditions.

2. Further as per clause 8.1(c)  of section-III in case of any variation in number of DELs for any of the issues then the basic cost (col.4(a) element of price schedule section-VI schedule shall increase or decrease on pro rata basis.

3. Further as per clause 9.1(d) & 9.2 i.e. changes in the purchase order of Section-III it is mentioned that “if any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of or the time required for execution of the contract an equitable adjustment shall be made in the contract price or delivery schedule or both, and the contract shall accordingly be amended.”

The contract price in cases of telephone directory printing is the net cost payable by the BSNL, Sambalpur  to the supplier for a specified number of telephone directories and number of DELs data to be printed and this net cost payable.

Keeping in view the clauses mentioned at SR.No.1,2 and 3, it is to be noted that with the increase or decrease in the number of DELs the volume of data to be printed changes which is the main basis taken in drafting the various parameters of Tender Document. If there is an increase or decrease in the DELs data(numbers) then this would effect all prices on equitable basis as mentioned in clause 9.2 of Section-III.

Accordingly it is to be noted that:

Increase/Decrease in number of DELs/data to be printed and/OR increase/Decrease in number of directories. The consolidated cost, advertisement revenue and the net cost shall increase or decrease on pro rata basis with increase or decrease in the number of DELs data to be printed and/OR increase/decrease in number of directories to be printed

The sample examples of calculations in case of variations in DEL’s are given below for your guidance.
