The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to distribute the works among more than one bidder keeping in view of the vast areas of the Two revenue districts ( Angul & Dhenkanal ) .
(4)
The successful Tenderer will be required to sign an agreement with the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal for carrying out the aforesaid works for all two districts or as distributed by discretion of G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal. After a tenderer has been declared successful by the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal, the successful tenderer and the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal will be the two contracting parties for all purposes.  

SECTION – V
INSTRUCTION TO TENDERERS / BIDDERS
1. The bidders/ Tenderers are expected, to examine all the instructions, forms, terms-conditions  and specifications in the bid document. Failure to furnish all information, as per the Bid Document or submission of bids not substantially responsive to Bid Document in every respect will be at bidders risk and shall result in rejection of bids.

2. Tenderers bidding for work should have appropriate resources, necessary expertise, requisite manpower, proper co-coordinating and supervisory ability to undertake the work.

3. This tender is meant for carrying out of the work for a period of 01(one) year from the date of approval of the tender.  The period of the validity of the work may be extended as per the terms and conditions mentioned in this document, if required by the GMTD, Dhenkanal and if agreed by the contractor.

4. The Bidder must have his establishment at Dhenkanal or Angul District for proper supervision of the work.  OR The bidder is to arrange for his establishment at Dhenkanal or Angul District for proper supervision of the work after becoming successful in the Tender. 

5. The successful Bidder will have to execute the job to the satisfaction of the concerned Site Engineer who is a BSNL Authority.  Any deficiency in work can be computed by the concerned site Engineer of the BSNL & the expense borne towards the work will be charged against the contractor as a penalty.

6.  The rate of estimation will be done by BSNL authority taking all factors into account and the concerned BSNL authority is not liable to explain the contractor the details of the rate, as estimated.

7. The conditional and incomplete tenders, submission of false and fabricated documents are liable for rejection.

8. (a)Tenders without EMD(Bid Security) will be summarily rejected outright. 

(b)The EMD(Bid Security) is also required to protect the BSNL, Dhenkanal against the risk from successful L-1 bidder(s) whose EMD(Bid Security) will be forfeited ,if (i) the successful L-1 bidders  backs-out to accept the tender and do not deposit the Performance Security Deposit @ 5% of estimated cost of tender or (ii) The successful L-1 bidders do not come for execution of agreement after deposit of Performance Security Deposit within the scheduled time. 

9. The tender can be sent by registered post or by courier service or can be dropped in the tender box provided for the purpose strictly as detailed under Sl. No-11 of NIT.  However, delay in submission of tender will not be accepted at all.  

10. The tender paper will not be issued to any individual/firm having link with any individual/ firm whose service in past has been found unsatisfactory by the concerned BSNL authority. 
11. The Bidder whose relatives i.e., wife, Husband, Parents, Grandparents, Children, Grand Children, Brothers, Sisters In-laws, Uncles, Aunts, Cousins and their corresponding in-laws are  working as employees in BSNL in Orissa Telecom Circle are not eligible to participate in this Tender.
12. Documents establishing bidder’s eligibility and qualification:- The bidder must submit the following documents as mentioned below under (a) to (n) except (d) and (e) along with the Technical Bid inside the “second” inner sealed envelope, and (d) & (e) inside “first” inner sealed envelope placed inside the sealed outer envelope failing which his technical bid will be declared as “Substantially NON-RESPONSIVE BID” :-

15. In case of any discrepancy between words and figures quoted against items, the rate in words will prevail.

16. The General Manager Telecom District, BSNL, Dhenkanal reserves the rights to consider other factors like experience, credibility in particular job at least for last three consecutive financial years in finalizing tender and not bound to accept lowest quoted rate tender at his discretion.

17. The tender with abnormal high/low rates are liable for rejection as per decision of BSNL authority.

18. BSNL will not be responsible for any loss incurred by the contractor in carrying out the  work.

19. Taxes will be recovered as per BSNL rules as applicable from time to time.
20. The Contractor will not claim any permanent absorption of workers to be engaged by him for executing the Power Plant Module repair works for this telecom district. 
21. The General Manger Telecom District BSNL, Dhenkanal reserve every right to cancel / reject the contract for any work / all works if found unsatisfactory at any time during the validity period of contract without assigning any reasons but giving at least 30(Thirty) days advance notice.
22. The EMD of the successful tenderer shall be refunded without interest after completion of execution of agreement on deposit of  Performance Security Deposit in case the tender(s) is finalized or within a month if the tender will be cancelled. 
23. The General Manager Telecom District, BSNL, Dhenkanal reserves the right to go for more than one contractor in order to meet the time schedule for completion of works or otherwise for a specified category of work as deemed fit in the interest of the BSNL, Dhenkanal. His decision in this respect will be final and binding on all concerned.
24. The successful bidder must follow all the labour laws including Minimum wages Act-1948, ESI Act-1948 and EPF & MISC provisions Act-1952.

25. In case the L1 bidder fails to execute the work at any stage of the contract, the L2 bidder may be asked to complete the work of the same site on approved L-1 rate  as per the discretion and  decision of GMTD, Dhenkanal. However, the Performance Security Deposit of the defaulted contractor may be forfeited and he may be black listed. 
26. PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF BIDS:- 

a) Bid shall remain valid for 180 days from date of opening of the bid (Qualifying Bid ). A BID VALID FOR A SHORTER PERIOD SHALL BE REJECTED BY BSNL AS “SUBSTANTIALLY NON-RESPONSIVE BID”.

b) The BSNL, Dhenkanal reserves the right to request the lowest 3 bidders as per read out       list on the opening day to extend the bid validity for a further period of 120 days in addition to 180 days but the bidders has no binding to  necessarily extend the bid validity. 

27. SIGNING OF BID

29. The tenderer will be bound by all terms, conditions and specifications as per the tender documents. Any tender with conditions other than those specified in the tender document will be summarily rejected. No modification by the contractor in any of the condition will be permitted after the tender is opened.
30. METHOD OF SUBMISSION OF BIDS:-

a) Properly sealed tenders should be dropped in person in the tender box placed in the office of AGM(HR & Admn), 1st  Floor, O/o G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal upto the closing (date & time) of tender, as mentioned in NIT & be addressed to  AGM(HR & Admn) 1st  Floor O/o the General Manager, Telecom District, Dhenkanal-759001. The tenderer is to insure the delivery of the bids at the correct address. The BSNL shall not be held responsible for delivery of bid of any bidder to the wrong address by the postal department official or by any courier service staff. The slit of tender box will be sealed immediately on the specified time and date for receipt of tender as mentioned in NIT. Any tender presented in person after the sealing of box will not be received by G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal or by any of the subordinates or will not be allowed to be deposited in the tender box. 
b) The bids complete in all respect can also be sent by Regd. Post/Speed post /courier service addressing to “AGM(HR & Admn) O/o GMTD, Dhenkanal, Dakshinakali Road, BSNL Bhawan, Dhenkanal – 759001” in such a way so that the same must  reach upto time and date as mentioned in NIT otherwise the same will not be considered at all by the TOC and thus will be rejected.  Late receipt of bid will not be opened and will be returned to the bidder unopened  by registered post.  BSNL authority is not responsible for late receipt of BID by Regd. Post/Speed post /courier service.

31. POSTPONEMENT OF TENDER OPENING : 
Whenever it is considered necessary to postpone the opening of tenders, quick decision must be taken and communicated to the tenderers who have purchased the tender documents and shall be at least one day before the original date of opening. The reason for postponing the tender shall be recorded in writing. Such notice of extension of date of opening shall also be put-up on the notice board and / or should be uploaded on website  and/or  will also be published in the newspapers in which original NIT have been published. If the date of opening of bid is declared as holiday, the bids will be opened on the next working date at the same time and venue. The BSNL,  if subsequently, declares date fixed for opening of bids as holiday suddenly then, the revised schedule will be notified. However, in absence of such notification, the bids will be opened on next working day, time and venue remaining unaltered.

32. MODIFICATIONS AND WITHDRAWAL OF BID 

a) The bidder may modify or withdraw his bid(s) after submission of his bid(s) but the same can be done upto “time and last date of submission of bid document” as mentioned in NIT provided that the intimation is deposited by the bidder in a properly sealed envelope (with Wax/Packing PVC tape) in the tender box, before the scheduled time & date for closing of tender.
b) No bid can be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.
33. BID OPENING AND EVALUATION 

a) The BSNL shall open the bids in the presence of available bidders or their authorized representatives who choose to attend the bid opening at  scheduled date & time as per NIT. The bidder’s representative who are present should submit authority letter to this effect before they are allowed to participate in the bid opening and shall sign on an attendance register. 
b) A maximum of two (2) representatives for any bidder shall be authorized and permitted to attend the bid opening if they have proper authority letter from concerned bidder.

c) The Bids shall be opened in the following manner :
I. All the members shall initial on the outer envelopes of all the bids with date.
II. The envelopes containing the tender offer and not properly sealed, shall not be opened and shall be rejected summarily and outrightly. Closing the cover by gum or by stapler pin or by both gum and stapler pin will not be treated as sealed cover. The reasons for not opening such tender offers shall be recorded on the face of the related envelope(s) and all the members of bid opening committee shall initial with date.

III. First the outer envelope supposed to be containing the three envelopes inside will  be opened. The committee shall initial on all  the three inside envelops with date.

IV. Among these three envelopes, the first envelope marked “BID SECURITIES” will be opened first and examined.

V.  The bidders who have submitted proper bid security / EMD  and cost of bid document as per tender document’s “Technical BID”  in their “first” inside envelope then the “ Second” inner envelope of only those bidders shall be opened by the TOC and papers/documents submitted by bidder shall be examined and recorded by the TOC. After opening the Technical bid along with other documents as found in second inner envelope, all the documents contained therein shall be serially numbered and signed by the bid opening committee members.

VI.  After recording of the “Technical Bid”, the TOC will place all the “financial bids” submitted by the bidders inside third sealed envelop will be placed  in an separate envelope and will properly be sealed by wax/packaging PVC tape  with signature after seal on the envelope of all TOC members and bidder or their authorized representatives which were present for keeping in safe custody.

d) THE FINANCIAL BID SHALL BE OPENED IN THE FOLLOWING MANNER :
i. The third inside envelope marked “Financial Bid”, will be opened only for substantially responsive bidder(s) who qualified  in “Qualifying bid”.

ii. The date and time of opening of “Financial bid “ shall be conveyed to the bidders who have qualified in qualifying bid.  The qualify bidders or their authorized  representative may attend the financial bid opening.

iii. After opening the “financial bid”, the bidder’s name, bid prices, modifications, bid withdrawals and such other details as the BSNL , at its discretion may consider appropriate, will be announced at the opening time

iv. In case there is discrepancy in figures and words in the quoted rate(s), the same shall be announced in the financial bid opening, but the quoted rate(s)  in words shall prevail.
e) CLARIFICATION OF BIDS BY THE BSNL 
To assist in examination, evaluation and comparison of bids, the  BSNL at  its discretion may ask  the bidder for clarification of its bid. The request by BSNL  for its clarification and its response by the bidder shall be in writing. However, no post bid clarification at the initiative of the bidder shall be entertained.

34. No bidder shall try to influence the BSNL on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of bid opening till the time the contract is awarded. Any effort by the bidder to modify his bid or influence the BSNL  in the bid evaluation, bid comparison or the contract award decisions shall result in the rejection of the bid of those bidders.  
35. AWARD OF CONTRACT:-  

a) The BSNL shall consider award of contract only to those eligible bidders whose offers have been found technically, commercially and financially acceptable subject to fulfillment of all required labour laws and rules and other rules as applicable from time to time.

b) The work against the tender is for one year’s requirement and the terms and conditions of this tender shall be operative for a period of one year from the date of signing of agreement between the BSNL and the Contractor or till incurring expenditure by BSNL against the tender works   upto the estimated cost as shown in the NIT whichever will reach earlier.  
36. PERFORMANCE SECURITY DEPOSIT ( PSD ):-
a) The Bidders shall furnish Performance Security Deposit for an amount of 5% of the estimated cost of the tender, in the form of Bank Guarantee from a Nationalized Bank for a period of 1½  (One and half) years or through A/C Payee DD Drawn in favour of  A.O. (Cash), BSNL, O/o G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal payable at Dhenkanal. The PSD is to be deposited within 10 (Ten) days from the date of receipt of letter of acceptance or letter of intent failing which their EMD or bid security may be forfeited and tender may be cancelled.  
b) THE PERFORMANCE SECURITY DEPOSIT MAY BE FORFEITED IN PART/ WHOLE IN CASE OF:-
i. The successful L-1 bidder do not execute agreement after deposit of Performance Security Deposit within 10 (Ten) days.  

ii. Unsatisfactory service by the contractor.

iii. Theft or misappropriation of articles of BSNL by the employees of contractor. 

iv. Damage caused to the BSNL’s assets and damage / loss to store issued to any employee(s) of the contractor.  

v. Withdrawal of the successful tenderer from the contract before its expiry without giving proper notice as specified in the tender terms and conditions of this tender document.

37. SIGNING OF CONTRACT AGREEMENT:-
The successful tenderer shall be required to execute an agreement on a non-judicial stamp paper of Rs.50/- (Rupees Fifty only) at his own cost as per the enclosed proforma  within 10(Ten) days from the date of deposit of PSD in this office. In the event of failure of the tenderer to sign the agreement within 10(Ten) days of being called upon to do so after depositing required PSD, or in the event of his failure to start the work as stipulated in the work order , then  the amount of  PSD(Performance Security Deposit) in the form of DD or  Bank Guarantee as the case may be ,shall be forfeited by BSNL and the acceptance of the tender shall be considered as revoked.

38. CONTRACT PERIOD:-The rates agreed upon shall be valid for a period of one year from the date of signing of agreement. The agreement will be normally for one year and can be extended on mutual agreement on same approved rates and same terms & conditions for another Six Months period on the discretion of GMTD, Dhenkanal  and  if agreed by the contractor.
39.    DISPUTES IN TENDER FINALIZATION:-In the event of any disputes arising out of finalizing of tender agreement or any other matter relating to this tender the decision of GMTD, Dhenkanal shall be final and binding on all concerned.
40
 DISQUALIFYING CLAUSE:-The BSNL reserves the right to disqualify such    bidders who have a record of not meeting the contractual obligations against earlier contracts entered into with the BSNL. The terms and conditions enumerated above shall be binding and the bidders shall have to accept them in writing along with tender.
41. The GMTD, Dhenkanal reserves the right to vary the quantity of work as per actual requirement in the field from time to time.

42. The GMTD, Dhenkanal reserves the right to award work to more than one contractor in exigency of service. However, the quantity of work may vary on contractor to contractor at any given point of time. 
43. Optional Termination of contract by GMTD, Dhenkanal (other than due to default of the contractor) 
a) The GMTD,Dhenkanal may, at any time, at its option cancel and terminate this contract by written notice to the contractor, in which event the contractor shall be entitled to payment for the work done up to the time of such cancellation and a reasonable compensation in accordance with the contract prices for any additional expenses already incurred for balance work exclusive of purchases and/or while of material, machinery and other equipment for use in or in respect of the work.

b) In the event of the termination of the contract, the contractor shall forthwith clear the site of all the contractor’s materials, machinery and equipment’s and handover possession of the work/operations concerned to the respective site-engineer or as directed by BSNL authority. 

c) The GMTD,Dhenkanal may, at its option, cancel or omit the execution of one or more items of work under this contract and may part of such items without any compensation whatsoever to the contractor.
44. The contractor shall not assign or sublet the work to any other person or agency without the prior written approval of GMTD, Dhenkanal.
45. For any attempt or negotiations directly on the part of the tenderer with the authority to whom he has submitted the tender to influence the BSNL by any means, the acceptance of the tender will be liable for exclusion from consideration.
46. All materials supplied to the tenderer will always  be the sole property of the BSNL even when they are under the safe custody of the tenderer. Any damage or loss is to be made good by the contractor on actual cost basis.
47. The BSNL for execution of works will not supply any manpower. The tenderer should make his own arrangements for the repair of SMPS Power modules.
48. The successful tenderer should make his own arrangements to execute the work without interruption on any account.
49. The BSNL is not liable to pay for additional works carried out without prior sanction of GMTD, Dhenkanal. The BSNL will not be liable for any additional works, which have not been provided for in the work order or estimate but carried out by the contractor without prior written sanction of the GMTD,Dhenkanal.
50. The BSNL will pay no advance of any kind.
51. The GMTD, Dhenkanal reserves the right to impose any other conditions, if necessary, at any time during the validity period of the contract.
52. If the contractor fails to carry out work with the expected speed and standard the contract will be terminated & no work will be awarded.

53. While carrying out work for any existing exchanges, the contractor should ensure least interruption to the working equipment and GMTD, Dhenkanal is empowered to cancel the tender or impose any penalty including forfeiture of performance security deposit of  the contractor for not following the tender’s terms-conditions at any time.

54. The contractor should take responsibility for safety of all his  workers and the BSNL will not be held responsible for anything  happens during the execution work. 
55. The tenderer will claim charges only for the  quantum of repaired modules  and payment will be made to the contractor every month through A/C payee cheque only.
56. TIME LIMIT FOR UNFORESEEN CLAIM:-Under no circumstances whatsoever shall any claim for any compensation from the BSNL on any account be considered unless the contractor submit the claim in writing within one month from the date of the final payment of the bill for the works concerned.
57. COMPENSATION UNDER THE WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION ACT:-     The contractor shall be responsible for and shall pay any compensation to his workmen payable under the workmen's compensation Act, 1923 and 1992 for injuries caused to any workman. If such compensation is paid by the BSNL as principal employer under Section (I) of the Section 12 of the said Act, such compensation will be recovered from the security deposit or from any pending bill due from the BSNL of the contractor on any account or otherwise.
58. MATTERS TO BE SETTLED BY ARBITRATION:-Any question of difference or objections, whatsoever if arises in any way in connection with carrying the contract, the same shall be referred for arbitration to the CGMT, Orissa Telecom Circle ,Bhubaneswar or his nominee for arbitration and the decision of the arbitrator will be final.
59. SUBMISSION OF RETURNS 

The contractor shall submit periodical returns as may be specified from time to       time.

A)
QUANTUM OF WORK

1. The tentative quantity of total nos of SMPS POWER PLANT MODULES to be repaired will be as per actual.   
i) The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal will have right to increase or decrease up to 25% of the estimated cost of the tender 

ii) In exceptional situation where the requirement is of an emergent nature and it is necessary for continuation of works, the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to increase up to 50% of the estimated cost.  
B)
TENDER SCHEDULE AND RATES TO BE QUOTED 

1. The tender schedule should be read in conjunction with construction specifications, terms and conditions of the tender and conditions of the contract and the tenderer shall be deemed to have carefully examined all these documents. It is further understood and agreed that the contractor by careful examination satisfied himself to the nature and location of works, the configuration of the ground, the site condition, the character of the equipment and facilities needed preliminary to and during the execution of work, the general and local conditions, the labour conditions prevailing thereof, the detailed description of work to be done and the way in which they are to be carried out within the time schedule and all other matter which can, in any way, affect the work under the contract before giving his tender rates. The specification for entire work is to be read together and not in isolation. 

2.
The tenderer shall quote the rate both in words and figures.

3.
The rates should be quoted both in figure and words and the word “Rs.” Should be written before the figures of Rupees and word “P” after decimal figure e.g. Rs.5.25P and in case of words, the word Rupees should precede and the word paise should be written at the end e.g. Rupees five and twenty five paise only. 

4.
In case of illiterate tenderers, the rate tendered should be attested by the witness. The rates quoted in words will have precedence over the rates quoted in figures. If the rates are not quoted in words, that tenders are liable to be rejected. 

5.
All corrections, addition and alterations in the entries and tender papers will be signed by the tenderer with date. No error or overwriting shall be permissible unless attested under the signature of the tenderer with date.

Rates should be quoted in financial bid at section-XII.
C)
PAYMENT & OTHER CONNECTED TERMS

1.
Payment will be made against the bill preferred by the contractor. The bills are to be submitted in triplicate and shall be accompanied with pre-receipt. Proper care should be taken to submit the bill within one month of completion of the work.

2.
On the receipt of bills, test check will be conducted by the nominated officer to ensure that the work is completed in all respect as per the departmental specifications and the payments will be released thereafter only.

3.
While making the payment, 10% of the billed amount will be held up as security deposit. The security deposit will not bear any interest and will be refunded after six months of the completion of the work, if no defects or irregularities are observed and after receipt of the clearance certificate from S.D.O/S.D.E. concerned at the time of releasing the security deposit.

4.
Required Income Tax & Surcharge will be deducted from the amount of bill as per applicable rules of Income Tax Department.
5.
Sales Tax at the prescribed rate, if required under statutory rules of the Government will be deducted from the billed amount.

6.
Payment will be made through Account Payee Cheque. The contractor is to intimate his bank account number and branch details for issuing of the Cheque.

7.
The contractor shall submit running bills based on the joint verification recorded by the contractor and the department side representatives for the work executed duly verified in all respects by the concerned SDO/SDE and certified by the Divisional Engineer-in-charge. Payments will be made by the Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL O/o G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal to the contractor against the bills. 

8. Any liquidated damages due shall also be recoverable from the bills submitted for payment by the aforesaid officers. The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal will have right to recover liquidated damages for delay or slow progress of the work from the bills submitted for payment.
D)
WORK COMMENCEMENT, SUPERVISION & MEASUREMENT

1.
The work order will be issued by the DE/AGM (I/C) nominated by G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal as and when required after examining the technical details of the works to be executed. The concerned DE/AGM (I/C) shall mention the time limit to execute the repairing work after seeing the quantum of work. Contactor must have BSNL basic and / or mobile number for contact purpose. 

2.
The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to cancel or modify the scope of work stipulated to be carried out against the work order in the event of change of plan necessitated on account of technical reasons or in the opinion of work order issuing authority, the contractor is not executing the work at the required pace.
3.
The time allowed is the essence of the contract on the part of the contractor and the work should be completed in all respects within the time as indicated in the work order. In event of rate of work done being found low, the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to terminate the contract. Thereafter, the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal will be free to get the work done through any alternate agency to be decided by it. Any excess amount required to be paid to the alternate agency to carry out the work have to be borne by the defaulting contractor. 

4.
Also in case the contractor fails to undertake and complete the work in specified time, the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal will have right to award the work to any other alternative contractor. The difference in cost of work will be payable by the defaulting contractor. In addition, his security Deposit/ E.M.D./PBG may be forfeited by BSNL authority. 

5.
After completion of the work, the work carried out by the contractor shall be verified by the supervisory officer nominated by the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal.

6.
Method of recording of nomenclature of items : Complete nomenclature of items, as given in the agreement need not be reproduced in the Challan for recording the measurements but corresponding item code as provided, shall be used.

7.
Even after joint verification of the work, the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to carry out a sample check by another nominated official. This check shall be carried out in the presence of the representatives of the contractor. The joint checking work shall be used as the yardstick to proportionately modify the total work proposed to be billed against the work order. 

8. In respect of the works not complying the above standard the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to either allow proportionate rate or disallow the entire claim.

9.
If the contractor fails to complete the work within the stipulated time, improper and bad workmanship noticed in the work, penalty or recovery as per agreement would be imposed. Liquidity damages such imposed shall be recovered from the Bill/SD as per the various clauses of the conditions of contract. Therefore, the contractors, who are confident of completing the works in schedule time period, are only eligible to participate in the tender. 

E)
TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

1) The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal has the right to terminate the contract either party or fully at any stage without assigning any reason by giving 1(One) month  notice in writing to that effect and shall not be liable to pay any compensation to the contractor thereof. 

2) In the event of contractor failing to execute the contract to the satisfaction of G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal shall have the right to reject or/and with hold payment for such quantity of work till such time the defect rectified to the satisfaction of the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal. 

3) In case of death of contractor during the period of contract, G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal may at his opinion either immediately terminate the agreement or may require the surviving partner/legal heir of the contractor to complete the contract as per the original agreement.

F)
SAFETY, SECURITY & OBSERVANCE OF LABOUR LAW

1.
The Contractor will be responsible for the safety and security of the faulty equipment supplied to him by the Department. 

2.
The contractor will be responsible for the safety and security of the technical personnel employed by him for execution of work. The contractor will ensure safe working by observing proper safety pre-cautions. 

3.
The contractor will be required to abide by the labour laws enacted from time to time by the Central Government. Maintenance and observance of any or all of the statutory labour laws will be the sole responsibility of the contractor. The claims arising out of injury, casualty or any other thing from the workers employed by the contractor will be the sole responsibility of the contractor. 

4.
Under the provision of Workman’s Compensation Act, in case of any compensation is paid by the department to a worker employed by the contractor in execution of the work, the same will be recovered from the contractor either from the bills preferred by him or by adjustment from his security deposit money.

5.
After the agreement, the contractor should obtain a valid license by virtue of the contract labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970 and of contract labour (Regulation and Abolition) contract rule, 1971, and contractor shall be responsible for any contingency arising out of his failure to obtain and have a valid license,if applicable.

6.
The contractor should ensure that no worker below the age of 18 (eighteen) years is employed by him on the work.

7.
The wages paid by the contractor to the worker employed by him should not be less than the fair wages as defined in the C.P.W.D. Contractor’s Labour Regulation or as per the provision of the Central Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Rules, 1971, whichever is applicable.

8. Under the provisions of Minimum Wages Act, 1948, and the Minimum Wages (Central Rules) 1950, the contractor should allow the workers employed by him on work one day rest against six days continuous work and pay wages for that the same rate as applicable for duty.

9.
The contractor should comply with all the Rules framed by the Govt. from time to time for the protection of healthy and sanitary arrangement for workers employed by him. 

10.
The contractor shall maintain a “Register of Persons Employed” on work.

11.
The contractor should carryout the work in such a manner so that it will cause minimum hindrance. 

12.
The contractor will maintain a register of accidents, in such form as may be convenient at the work place. Also other necessary registers are to be maintained by the contractor for workers employed by him.

13.
The contractor shall allow inspection of all the prescribed labour records to any of his workers or to his agents at a convenient time and place after due notice is received or to the labour officer/any other person authorized by the central Govt. on his behalf. 

14.
The contractor shall before commencement/commences his work on contract, and continue to display and correctly maintain in a clean and legible condition in conspicuous place on the work notices in English and in the local Indian languages spoken by the majority of workers, giving the minimum rates of wages fixed under the minimum wages act, the actual wages being paid, the hours for which such wages and other relevant information. 

15.
The contractor shall submit periodical returns, as may be required/ prescribed from time to time.

16.
The department does not take any responsibility for engagement of any worker by the contractor during the course of work.

17. The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal will not be responsible for any misprinting by the newspaper concerned. Tenderers are to contact the tendering authority and verify the facts in case of confusion.

18. Issue of tender document does not automatically mean that the tenderer is qualified for the award of the contract. These will be reviewed and examined during the evaluation of the bid.

19. The G.M.T.D. is not bound to accept the lowest tender.

20. The Department is not responsible for non-receipt/late receipt and loss of tender documents.

21. In case of any dispute arising out of the contract between the two contracting parties, the decision of the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal shall be final and binding. 
22. All the spare parts required for repairing of SMPS POWER PLANT modules shall be provided by the tenderer and repair work should be done at the premises of the Tenderer within Dhenkanal  City Area for which the tenderer will have to set up a repair station by him or the tenderer has to repair on site as and when instructed by the GMTD,Dhenkanal or his authorized officer .

23. The faulty SMPS POWER PLANT Modules along with requisition for repair should be received under acquittance by the tenderer or his authorized agent and after satisfactory repair deliver back to the Sub-Divisional Officer or to his authorized agent after performance testing under signature of the SDO/SDE or his representative on the delivery challan.

24. The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to increase/ decrease/ delete the scope of the work without assigning any reason.

25. The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to distribute the repair work amongst a number of contractors. The Telecom District Authority may thus appoint one or more contractors for each Sub-Division or Telecom district and may fix the tentative limit of work during agreement to keep expenditure within limit. The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal will be free to re-distribute the work amongst contractors during concurrence of agreement based on performance of contractor and necessity of the work to be carried out. Contractors will not be allowed to object on decision of the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal. 

26. The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal also reserves the right to carry out a part or whole of the repair work through its Departmental Employees, if necessary.

27. The G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal reserves the right to reject the tender in case it is found that the tenderer is directly or indirectly connected with departmental employees.

28. Those contractor who were approved in the earlier tenders but could not do the work to the satisfaction of the G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal need not apply since their tender will be rejected forthwith.

29. To keep watch on total expenditure incurred during period of agreement since the work will be divided to one or more than one contractor, all the approved contractor have to maintain monthly record of total work done till end of a month and submit it by 1st week of the month (though payments may not have been received) and contractor should bring to the notice of tender accepting authority regarding exceeding limit of tender cost when total cost of work done reaches to 80% of total cost finalized after negotiation. Tender accepting authority i.e. G.M.T.D., Dhenkanal will decide on continuance of tender based on requirement and contractor/ contractors will not object the decision of the tender accepting authority.

The Contractor/Firm has to repair all the equipments so received within 7 (seven) days positively. 

03.
Failure to complete the work within the stipulated date will involve penalty @ 0.5% per week on the value of the work order up to ten weeks and @ 0.7% per week for next ten weeks after schedule time. Up to maximum of cost of repair of the faulty Power Plant Modules. 

04.
The Contractor/Firm has to set up his own repair center at Dhenkanal.

05.
The Contractor/Firm will keep sufficient spare parts and the repair rates should be inclusive of spare part cost, transportation & taxes etc.

06.
The Contractor/Firm has to give a guarantee of three months service for the repaired Equipments. If the repaired Equipments go out of order within three months, he has to repair the same with free of cost. The Contractor/Firm will put a sticker with the date of repair on the repaired equipment to keep note of the guarantee period.

07. The performance of the equipment should be tested by concerned SDO/SDE and necessary certificate will be given by him over Delivery Challan & Bill.

08. No module should be declared RNP unless otherwise PCBs are burnt which should be certified by the concerned SDO(P) / SDO(T)/SDE(Incharge) as the case may be.
09. In case of unjustified RNP by the Contractor a penalty Rs 7500/- per 100 AMP module will be charged.
