GENERAL CONDITIONS
INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

1. DEFINITION;-

(a)  “The bidder” means the Contractor who participates in this tender.

(b)  “The BSNL” means The Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited/ General Manager, Telecom District, Rourkela.

2.  
BID COST;-

The bidder shall bear all the costs associated with the procurement preparation and submission of bid. The BSNL in no case will be responsible or liable for these costs regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process. The cost of bid form will be Rs.520/- only.

The bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the bid documents. Failure to furnish all information required as per the bid documents or submission not substantially responsive to the bid documents in every respect will be at the bidder’s risk and may result in rejection of the bid.

3.
CLARIFICATION OF BID DOCUMENTS:


A prospective bidder requiring any clarification of bid document shall notify the BSNL in writing or by FAX at the GMTD, Rourkela mailing address indicated in the invitation for bids. Copies of the query (without identifying the source) and clarification by the BSNL shall be sent to all the prospective bidder who have received the bid documents.

4. PREPARATION OF BID:

i.  Documents comprising the bid:   -

The bid prepared by the bidder shall comprise the following documents.

a)  Documentary evidence in accordance with eligibility conditions as specified in Part-III.

b)  Bid security.

c)  A bid form and price schedule completed in accordance with instructions in this regard.

5. BID SECURITY:

a).
The bidder shall furnish a bid security (EMD) for an amount of Rs.7500/- (Rupees Seven Thousand Five Hundred) only to be deposited along with the tender paper as per (d) below failing which tender will be declared ineligible for all purpose.

b).
The bid security is required to protect the BSNL against the risk of bidder’s conduct, which would warrant the bid security forfeiture.

c).
The bid security shall be in form of a Bank Draft issued by a scheduled Bank in favour of Accounts Officer(Cash), BSNL, Rourkela.

d).
A bid not secured in accordance with Para - ( a ), ( b )& ( c)  above shall be rejected by the BSNL as non-responsive.

e).
The security of unsuccessful bidder will be discharged/returned as early as possible, after finalization of the tender only.
f)
The successful bidder’s bid security will be converted to performance Security Deposit

6.
PERIOD OF VALIDITY: 

a).
Bid shall remain valid for 180 days after the date of bid opening. A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the GMTD, as non-responsive.

b).
In exceptional circumstances, the GMTD may request the bidder’s consent for an extension to the period of bid validity, the request and responses thereto shall be made in writing. A bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting his bid security, a bidder granting the request will not be permitted to modify the bid.

7.
FORMAT AND SIGNING OF BID:

a).
The bid shall be signed by the bidder or a person or persons duly authorised to bind the bidder to the contract. The letter of authorization shall be indicated by written power of attorney accompanying the bid. All pages of the bid shall be signed by the person or persons signing the bid. The bid shall be sealed properly.

b).
The bid shall contain no inter lineation, erasures or over writing except as necessary to correct errors made by the bidder in which case such corrections shall be signed by the person or persons signing the bid.

c) 
Rates should be quoted both in words and figures.

8.
SEALING AND MARKING OF BIDS:

a).
The bidder shall seal the bid with wax/ PVC tape, and mark envelope as TENDER FOR PRINTING AND SUPPLY FORMS IN ROURKELA TELECOM DISTRICT. The cover shall indicate the name and address of the bidder and addressed to GMTD, Rourkela-769 001.

i.  Tenders shall either be sent by registered post or delivered in person. The responsibility for ensuring that tenders are delivered in time would rest with the bidder.

ii.  Bids delivered in person shall be dropped in the tender box before the expiry of deadline.

b).
If the envelope is not sealed and marked as required, the department shall not accept the bid. 

9.
SUBMISSION OF BIDS:

a).
Bid must be received by the department at the address specified above not later than 13.00 hrs. on due date.

b).
The department may , at its discretion, extend this deadline for the submission of bids by corrigendum’s issued in which case  bidder’s previous submission if any will be taken into consideration.

10.
LATE BIDS:



Any bid received by the department after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the 

                     Department shall be rejected and returned unopened to the bidder.

11.
MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS   :

a).
The bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after submission provided the written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the BSNL prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids.

b).
The bidder’s notification or withdrawal notices shall be prepared , sealed , marked  and dispatched as required in the case of bid submission. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by FAX but followed by a signed confirmation copy , post marked not later than the deadline for submission of bids.

c).
No bid shall be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.

12.
OPENING OF BIDS BY THE BSNL:

a).
The BSNL shall open bids in the presence of bidder or his authorised representatives who choose to attend  on due date . The bidder’s representatives who are present shall sign an attendance register. Authority letter to this effect shall be submitted by the bidder before they are allowed to participate in bid opening.

b).
A maximum of two representative for any bidder shall be authorised and permitted to attend the bid opening.

13.
CLARIFICATION OF BIDS:


To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparing the bids, the BSNL may, at its Discretion ask the bidder for the clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing. However no post bid clarification at the initiative of the bidder shall be entertained. 

14.
PRELIMINARY EVALUATION:

a).
BSNL shall evaluate the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made , whether required documents have been furnished , whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the bids are generally in order.

b).
Arithmetical errors shall be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail. If there is discrepancy between unit price and total price unit price will prevail. If the bidder does not accept the correction of the error, his bid shall be rejected.

c).
Prior to the detailed evaluation, the department will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid i.e. one which confirms to all the terms and conditions of the bid. The department’s determination of bid’s responsiveness will be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

d).
A bid determined as substantially non-responsive will be rejected by the department and shall not subsequent to the bid opening be made responsive by the bidder by correction of the non-conformity.

CONTACTING THE BSNL:

a).
No bidder shall try to influence the department on any matter relating to its bid , from the time of the bid opening till the contract is awarded.

b).
Any effort by a bidder to influence the BSNL in the bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract award decisions shall result in the rejection of the bid.

17.
AWARD OF CONTRACT:

     
 The BSNL shall consider issue of L.O.I on those bidders whose offers have been found technically and financially acceptable.

18.
BSNL’S RIGHTS TO VARY QUANTITIES AT THE TIME  OF AWARD:

       
The BSNL reserves the right at the time of award of contract to increase or decrease the quantity as per requirements without any change in terms and conditions. Normally this increase/decrease will be limited to ( 25%.

19.

BSNL’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS:

a).
The BSNL reserves the right to accept or reject any bid , and to annul the biding process and reject all bids , at any time prior to award of contract without assigning any reason whatsoever, and without thereby incurring any liability to the effected bidder or bidders.

b).
Conditional bid will be rejected.

20.
PERFORMANCE SECURITY.

1. An amount of Rs.7,500/- (Rupees Seven Thousand Five Hundred Only) is to be deposited as Performance Security Deposit. 

2. The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the Department as compensation for any loss resulting from the bidder’s failure to complete its obligations under the contract.

3. Performance Security to be submitted in the form of Bank Guarantee should be issued by any scheduled Bank/NSC pledged in favour of GMTD, Rourkela for a period of 18 months.

4. Performance Security will be discharged after completion of contractor’s performatory obligations under the contract.

5. In case of any failure or negligence in the contractual obligations agreed upon by the contract, the BSNL reserves the right to forfeit, either whole or in part of performance security, furnished by the bidder, as compensation.

SIGNING OF CONTRACT:


The Contract shall be signed by the Contractor as well as BSNL.

22.
ANNULMENT OF AWARD:


Failure of the successful bidder to sign the agreement shall constitute sufficient ground for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security in which event the department may make the award to any other bidder at the discretion of the BSNL or call for new bid.
23.
SCOPE OF ORDER   :

· On receipt of the order, the successful tenderer has to start the  supply of items and the same should be supplied as specified in the order.

· The transportation charges for all purposes shall be borne by the tenderers.

· The bidder shall give warranty for one year from date of supply of the items.

· The material supply will be subject to successful Acceptance by the controlling officer as nominated by The GMTD, Rourkela.

· The supply of items will be done within specified time from the date of issue of  order, a penalty of 1% of value of items delayed per week or part thereof will be levied thereafter.

· Payment will be made by the GMTD, Rourkela against the bills preferred by the tenderers after the successful supply and Acceptance is done.
· Inspection and Testing will be conducted by the GMTD, Rourkela or his representative.

· Supply Order issued under the signature of GMTD, Rourkela or any Officer authorised by him only will be valid.

24.
VALIDITY OF CONTRACT:

a. The tender can be extended for upto six months on the same rates and same terms and conditions at the discretion of competent authority. It will be mandatory for the contractor to continue the contracted works for extended period.

b. In exceptional cases competent authority may decide to extend the period of contract beyond six months on the same rates and on the same terms and conditions on mutual agreement.
24. 1. The tenderer have to quote the rates both in figure and words together with printing charges for Legal size, A/4, 1/8 and 1/16 sizes per 1000 copies. Rate with one side printing as well as both side printing in these sizes of papers, in specified type of paper quality. The samples to be attached as per the above size for verification. The rate quoted should be complete in respect of single sheet or book containing 200/300 pages. The rate should be inclusive of all charges. However while submitting claim, the bill should exhibit the element of S.Tax separately.
24.2. The supply of various types of paper to be used for printing must be enclosed with the tender documents, failing which the bidder may be declared ineligible.

24.3. The tenderer must quote for all items and in case of any item remaining unquoted, the tender will be declared ineligible.

24.4.  The successful tenderer will have his / their printing machine. The GMTD Rourkela his authorized representative may inspect the printing press, if he likes at any time

25. 
The bidder should give a certificate that none of his/her near relative is working in the units where he/she is going to apply for the tender. In case of proprietorship firm certificate will be given by the proprietor. For the partnership firm certificate will be given by all the partners and in case of limited company by all the directors of the company excluding Govt. of India/Financial Institutions nominees and independent non official part time directors appointed by Govt. of India or the Governor of state. Due to any breach of these conditions by the company or firm or any other person the tender will be cancelled and security will be forfeited at any stage whenever it is noticed and BSNL will not pay any damage to the company or the firm or the concerned person. The company or firm or the person can also be debarred for further participation in the concerned unit.

ARBITRATION:

26. 1. In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under this agreement or in connection there with except as to matter the decision of which is specifically provided under this agreement the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the CGM, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or in case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted the function of the CGM, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or by whatever designation such officer may be called (hear after referred to as the said officer) and if the CGM, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such the sole arbitration to some other person appointed by the CGM, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or the said office. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the arbitration and conciliation Act, 1996. There will be no objection to any such appointment that the arbitrator is Govt. Servant or that he has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as Govt. Servant he has expressed views on all or any of the matter under dispute. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties. In the event of such arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred, being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reasons whatsoever such CGM, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or the said officer shall appoint another person to act as arbitrator in accordance with terms of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessor.

26.2 The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of parties enlarge the time for making and publishing the award. Subject to afore said arbitration and conciliation Act. 1996 and the rules made there under, any modification thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.

26.3 The venue of the arbitration proceeding shall be the Office of the CGM, Orissa Telecom Bhubaneswar or such other places as the arbitrator may decide.

27. The Contractor shall comply with all provisions of the “Payment of wages Act” 1936, minimum wages Act 1948, Employees liability act 1938, Workmen compensation act 1923, Industrial Disputes act 1970 or the modifications thereof or any other laws relating thereto and the rules made there under from time to time. The contractor shall indemnify BSNL against payments to be made for the observance of the laws aforesaid. The tenderer is required to have the valid labour license from the competent authority where ever applicable.   

28. All the materials supplied to the tenderer are always the sole property of the BSNL even when they are under the safe custody of the tenderer. Any damage or loss is to be made good by the contractor on actual cost basis.

29. Compensation under the workmen’s compensation act: 
The contractor shall be responsible for & shall pay any compensation to his Workmen payable under the workmen’s compensation Act, 1992 for injuries caused to the workmen. If such compensation is paid by department as a principal employer under section (1) of the section 12 of the said act, such compensation will be recovered from the security deposit or any amount due to the contractor on any account or otherwise.

30.  Payment Terms: -
· 100% payment will be made after successful supply of the materials, the supply work will be done within specified time from the date of issue of order, a penalty of 1% of value of work delayed per week or part thereof will be levied thereafter.

· The contractors bill may be paid through ECS as and when required by BSNL authority.

· While preferring bills for payment, the contractor must mention the Service Tax Registration No. on the bill and claim Service Tax as applicable for payment in addition to bill amount.

31.
BSNL reserves the right to terminate the contract by giving one month notice without assigning any reasons.
32.
BSNL reserves the right to relax one or more conditions of the tender document if exigencies of service so demand without any material/financial effect on the overall tender.
