DEFINITIONS

A. BSNL: - BSNL means Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited a Govt. of India Enterprise under Ministry of Telecom & IT and its successors.

B. CMD: - The CMD means Chief Managing Director of BSNL and his successors.

a. Chief General Manager

b. Principal General Manger

c. General Manager

C. The SSA Head: - The SSA Head means the Head of Telecom District i.e. TDM, Balangir and his successors.

D. The jurisdiction of the SSA Head: - The jurisdiction of TDM, Balangir means Balangir SSA which coincides geographically with revenue district of Balangir and Sonepur.
E. Representative of TDM, Balangir: - Representative of TDM, Balangir means officer and staff for the time being in Balangir SSA deputed by the TDM, Balangir for inspecting or supervising the work or testing etc.

F. Contract: - The contract means the documents forming the tender and acceptance thereof and the formal agreement between the BSNL Balangir and the contractor together with the document referred to therein including the terms and conditions of the contract the specification, designs, schedules, drawings and instruction issued from time to time by the Telecom District Manager, Balangir and all these documents taken together shall deemed to form one contract and shall be complimentary to one. In the contract, following expression shall unless where the context otherwise required have the meaning hereby respectively assigned to them.

G. Work: - The expressing “work” shall unless there be something either in the subject or context repugnant to such construction, be constructed and taken to mean the work by or by virtue of the contract contracted to be executed whether temporary or permanent and whether original, altered, substituted of additional.

H. Contractor: - The “contractor” shall mean the individual or firm or company whether incorporated or not undertaking the works and shall include the legal personal representative or such individual or the person composing such firm or company of the successors of such firm or company and permitted assignees or such individual or firms or company.

I. Government of India: - Government of India shall mean the B.S.N.L.

J. Contractor Rate: - Contractor Rate shall mean the rates of payment accepted by TDM, Balangir for and on behalf of BSNL.

K. Normal Time: - Normal Time means the time specified in the work order.

L. Extension Time: - Extension Time means time granted by TDM, Balangir in addition to Normal Time.

M. Date of Commencement: - Date of Commencement means the date when the Contractor starts the work on work order.
N. Service: - Service shall mean the performance of any of the items of work enumerated in schedule of service including such auxiliary additional and incidental duties, services and operation as may be indicated by TDM, Balangir or any person authorized by him in this behalf.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS ​
A. EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT
Earnest Money Deposit of ` 15, 000/- (Rupees fifteen thousand) only for Earnest Money is to be submitted along with the tender. The EMD is to be deposited in the shape of Bank Draft/ Bankers Cheque/ Pay Order drawn on SBI, Balangir or any Nationalized Bank at Balangir to be drawn in favour of Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL, O/o the TDM, Balangir. The EMD shall be forfeited in case the tenderer withdraws his tender before final acceptance or fails to enter into the prescribed agreement with BSNL for “Supply of computer accessories and peripherals” after the tender is accepted. For successful bidder, the EMD will be refunded after the agreement is made. For unsuccessful tenderer the EMD will be refunded without any interest after completion of tendering process.
B. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA: 
The bidder should possess the requisite experience to be eligible to participate in the tender. He should have supplied the computers (PC), laptops or computer peripherals during last two financial year i.e. 2010-11 and 2011-12 to any of the offices of Central Govt./ State Govt./ Central PSUs/ BSNL to the tune of Rupees one lakh or more. 
C. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:
1. Documents to be submitted along with the tender.
i. The complete set of tender document duly filled in and signed on each page with date & seal and also at every correction/ overwriting by the tenderer.
ii. The EMD of ` 15, 000/- only in the manner specified at Clause-A.
iii. Self attested photocopy of Sales Tax/ VAT clearance Certificate with TIN number.

v. Money receipt/ Demand Draft towards the cost of tender paper.

2. The successful bidder will be required to execute an agreement in non-judicial stamp paper of ` 100/- in the proforma at Annexure-V. The cost of the non judicial stamp paper shall be borne by the bidder.
3. The conditional and incomplete tenders are liable for rejection.
4. The TDM, Balangir reserves the right to accept or reject any or all the tenders without assigning any reason thereof.
5. No tender shall be accepted from any person directly or indirectly connected with this tender process.
D. SUBMISSION OF TENDER DOCUMENTS: 
The complete set of tender paper alongwith the required documents are to be enclosed in the first envelope must be marked as “Technical Bid”, and will it also contain EMD of ` 15, 000/- (Rupees fifteen thousand) only, tender document duly signed by the bidder in each and every page with required documents duly signed by the tenderer. The second envelope marked as “Financial Bid” will contain the tender quoting rates and the financial bid will be opened only when all documents in the Technical Bid are found to be in order. The outer envelope containing Technical and Financial Bid shall be superscribed as “Tender for Supply of Computer Accessories & Peripherals for Balangir SSA” and to be addressed to the Assistant General Manager (CM), 1st Floor, Room No-107, Door Sanchar Bhawan, O/o the Telecom District Manager, BSNL, Balangir. E. TENDER OPENING PROCESS:
1. TENDER OPENING COMMITTEE (TOC):
i. Opening of the tender will be done by the Tender Opening Committee (TOC) nominated by the Telecom District Manger, Balangir on the date and time specified in the tender document. If the date of tender opening happens to be a public holiday then the tender will be opened on the next working day. TOC will be headed by the Chairman and it will have two members. The bidders not having any or proper documents as per eligibility criterion will be disqualified.
ii. Selection of Tender will be done considering the total lowest quoted price of all items.
2. TENDER EVALUATION COMMITTEE (TEC):
Evaluation of the qualified tenders will be done by the Tender Evaluation Committee (TEC) nominated by the Telecom District Manager, Balangir. TEC will be headed by the Chairman and it will have two members. The date and time of TEC will be intimated to the qualified bidders. Here all the qualified bidders’ financial bid will be opened and the rates will be compared. The total or average lowest rate will be considered as L1 bidder.

3. ACCEPTANCE OF TENDER & SIGNING OF AGREEMENT:
After finalization of rates with the L1 bidder, the BSNL authority will issue the acceptance letter to the L1 bidder. The bidder after getting the acceptance letter will have to sign an agreement with the Telecom District Manager, Balangir on a ` 100/- (Rupees One Hundred) stamp paper.

4. ISSUE OF PURCHASE ORDER (PO):
The Purchase Order will be issued by the TDM, Balangir on the actual requirement basis after signing of the agreemernt by the L1 bidder. The tender accepting authority reserves the right to select more than one contractor and award the total work among L1 and L2 bidder in 70:30 ratio.
5. Period of contract: The period of contract will be one year from the date of agreement. It can be extended for a further period of six months or maximum one year depending on the situation decided by TDM, Balangir.
F. TERMS OF PAYMENT: 
a. The payment will be made to the contractor on receipt of the bill in duplicate duly certified by the controlling authority. The bill shall be accompanied with money pre-receipt duly stamped to facilitate early payment. The final receipt indicting particulars of payment shall be submitted on receipt of actual payment. Bills are to be submitted within one month from the date of delivery of the items.
b. The controlling authority is to forward the bill alongwith his certificate to the competent authority for necessary pass and pay order.
c. “No advance payment is admissible.”
G. PERFORMANCE SECURITY:
i. The successful bidder shall be required to deposit a total of ` 60,000/- (Rupees sixty thousand) only towards performance security.

ii. Performance security may be submitted in the form of Bank Guarantee issued by any Scheduled Bank at Balangir valid for a period of 18 months.

iii. Performance security will be discharged after completion of contractor’s performance obligations under the contract without interest after six months from the date of payment of last final bill under the contract.
iv. If the contractor fails or neglects any of these obligations under the contract either whole or in part, then   performance security furnished by the bidder shall be forfeited to BSNL as compensation for any loss resulting from such failure. 
H. CANCELLATION OF THE CONTRACT:
1. The contract may be cancelled due to the following reason:

i. Failure on the part of the contractor to comply with any of the clause (s) of this agreement.

ii. Unsatisfactory service, if reported by BSNL.

iii. The BSNL reserves the right to cancel the contract at any time without assigning any reason thereof.

I. SCOPE OF THE CONTRACT:
Scope of the contract includes the supply of computer accessories, peripherals and consumables as per agreement. The decision of TDM, Balangir shall be final and binding.

J. DELIVERY:
The items contained in the P.O. are to be delivered as per the time period specified in the purchase order. Purchase order alongwith the challan in duplicate which should be got signed from DA concerned receiving the materials and duly signed by the controlling officer.  One copy of the challan should be enclosed with the bill. The bill is to be submitted within one month of the supply. Late delivery of items beyond the time schedule would be dealt with as per Clause-K of the tender document.
K. PENALITY CLAUSE
For late delivery of items, penalty @ 2% of the PO value per week after the delivery schedule time specified in the PO will be charged for a period of one month. If the non-delivery continues for a period more than one month after the expiry of delivery schedule, then penalty @ 5% of the PO value per week for such period of delay will be charged. Maximum penalty will be restricted to 20% of the PO value.

L. QUALITY OF GOODS:
The goods to be supplied by the contractor will be of good quality and free from all defects. The goods should comply with the specifications mentioned in the PO. The contractor or supplier will be totally responsible for supply of bad or defective goods. All defective or bad quality goods not as per specification of the PO will have to be replaced by the contractor free of cost, failing which the payment will be held up and tender agreement will be cancelled and Performance Security Deposit will be forfeited. 10 to 20 % sample check of the goods at the time of delivery, will be done by the consignee. All the samples are to be passed in the sample check to be eligible for payment.
M. WARRANTY: 
The contractor/supplier will provide the necessary warranty on computer accessories and peripherals as prescribed in case of electronic products. Normally a six month warranty on all computer accessories and peripherals like SMPS, Motherboard, Hard disk, CD Drive, Monitor UPS, Printers, mouse, Keyboard etc are to be extended by the supplier. Any defects found in the items under warranty, then it has to be replaced or repaired in a week or fortnight by the supplier at his own cost within the period of warranty. 
N. DISPUTES & ARBITRATION 
a. In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under the agreement or in connection there-with (except as to matter the decision to which specifically provided under this agreement), the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the TDM, BSNL, Balangir. In case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted whether in addition to the function of the TDM, Balangir or by whatever designation such officer may be called (herein after referred to as the said officer) and if the TDM, Balangir or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such, then to the sole arbitration of some other person appointed by the TDM or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996. 

b. The arbitrator may from time to time, with the consent of both the parties extend the time frame for making and publishing the award. Subject to aforesaid arbitration and conciliation Act, 1996 and the rules made there-under, any modification thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause. 

c. The venue of the arbitration proceeding shall be O/o TDM, BSNL, Door Sanchar Bhawan, Balangir or such other place as the arbitrator may decide.  
O. ESTIMATED COST: 

The estimated cost of the work is six lakhs. But the authority reserves the right to decrease or increase the quantum of work by 25% of the total volume of work.

Preamble

The Principal intends to award, under laid down organizational procedures, contract/s for ……………………………. The principal values full compliance with all relevant laws and regulations, and the principles of economic use of resources, and of fairness and transparency in its relations with its bidder/s and Contractor/s.

In order to achieve these goals, the principal will appoint as Independent External Monitor who will monitor the tender process and the execution of the contract for compliance with the principles mentioned above.

Section 1 – Commitments of the Principal

(1) The principal commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption and to observe the following principles:-

(a) No employee of the principal, personally or through family members, will in connection with the tender for, or the execution of a contract, demand, take a promise for or accept, for him/herself or third person, any material or immaterial benefit which he/she is not legally entitled to.

Section 2 – Commitments of the bidder(s)/Contractor(s)

(1) The bidder(s)/Contractor(s) commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption. He commits himself to observe the following principles during his participation in the tender process and during the contract execution.

(a) The bidder(s/Contractor(s) will not, directly or through any other person or firm, offer, promise or give to any of the principal’s employees involved in the tender process or the execution of the contract or to any third person any material or immaterial benefit which he/she is not legally entitled to, in order to obtain in exchange any advantage of any kind whatsoever during the tender process of during the execution of the contract.

(b) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(S) will not enter with other bidder(s) into any undisclosed agreement or understanding, whether formal or informal.  This applies in particular to prices, specifications, certifications, subsidiary contracts, submission or non-submission of bids or any other actions to restrict competitiveness or to introduce cartelization in the bidding process.

(c) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not commit any offence under the relevant Anti-corruption Laws of India;  further the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not use improperly, for purposes of competition or personal gain, or pass on to  others any information or document provided by the principal as part of the business relationship, regarding plans, technical proposals and Business details, including information contained or transmitted electronically.

(d) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will, when presenting his bid, disclose any and all payments he has made, is committed to or intends to make to agents, brokers or any other intermediaries in connection with the award of the contract.

(2) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not instigate third persons to commit offences outlined above or be an accessory to such offences.

Section 3 – Disqualification from tender process and exclusion from future contracts
If the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s), before contract award or during execution has committed a transgression through a violation of section 2, above or in any other form such as to put his reliability or credibility in question, the principal is entitled to disqualify the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) from the tender process or take action as per the defined procedure.

Section 4 – Compensation for Damages

(i) If the principal has disqualified the Bidder(s) from the tender process prior to the award according to section 3, the principal is entitled to demand and recover the damages equivalent to earnest money deposit/Bid Security.

(ii)    If the principal has terminated the contract according to Section 3, or if the principal is entitled to terminate the contract according to section 3, the principal shall be entitled to demand and recover from the Contractor the amount equivalent to Security deposit / Performance bank guarantee in addition to any other penalties/ recoveries as per terms and condition of the tender.

Section 5 – Previsous transgression

(i) The Bidder(s) declares that no previous transgression occurred in the last 3 years with any other Company in any country conforming to the Anti- corruption approach or with any other Public sector enterprise in India that could justify his exclusion from the tender process.

(ii) If the bidder makes incorrect statement on this subject, he can be disqualified from the tender process or action can be taken as per the defined procedure. 

Section 6 – Equal treatment of all bidders/Contractors/subcontractor

(i)    The principal will enter into agreements with identical conditions as this one with all the bidders/contractors

(ii) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) undertake(s)  to demand from all subcontractors a commitment in conformity with this integrity Pact.

(iii) The principal will disqualify from the tender process all bidders who do not sign this pact or violate its provisions.

Section 7 – Criminal charges against violating Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/subcontractor(s)

 If the principal obtains knowledge of conduct of a bidder, Contractor or subcontractor, or of an employee or a representative or an associate of a bidder, contractor or subcontractor, which constitutes corruption, or if the principal has substantive suspicion in this regard, the principal will inform the corporate vigilance Office.

Section 8 – External independent monitor/monitors

1. Principal appoints competent and credible independent external monitor for this pact. The task of the Monitor is to review independently and objectively., whether and to what extent the parties comply with the obligations under this agreement.
2. The monitor is not subject to instrucdtions by the representatives of the parties and performs his functions neutrally and independently. He reports to the CMD of the BSNL.

3. The bidder(s)/contractor(s) accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without restriction to all Project documentation of the principal including that provided by the contractor. The contractor will also grant the Monitor, upon his request and demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to his project documentation. The same is applicable to subcontractors. The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents of the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Subcontractors with confidentiality.

Notwithstanding anything contained in this section, the bidder(s)/Contractor(s) shall have no obligation whatsoever to provide any internal costing mechanisms or any internal financial or commercial data pursuant to any audit or review conducted by or on behalf of the principal. Further, the bidder(s)/Contractor(s) shall not be req1uired to provide any data relating to its other customers,  or any personnel or employee related date. 

4. The principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all meetings among the parties related to project provided such meetings could have n impact on the contractual relations between the Principal and the Contractor. The parties offer to the Monitor the option to participate in such meetings.

5. As soon as the Monitor notices, or believes to notice, a violation of this agreement, he will so inform the management of the principal and request the management to discontinue or take corrective action, or to take other relevant action. The monitor can in this regard submit non-binding recommendations. Beyond this, the monitor has not right to demand from the parties that they in a specific manner, refrain from action or tolerate action.

6. The monitor will submit a written report to the chairperson of the board of the principal within 8 to 10 weeks from the date of reference or intimation to him by the ‘Principal’ and, should the occasion arise, submit proposals for correcting problematic situations.

7. If the monitor has reported to the CMD of the BSNL, a substantiated suspicion of an offence under relevant Anti-corruption laws of India, and the BSNL has not, within reasonable time, taken visible action to proceed against such offence or reported it to the corporate vigilance office, the Monitor may also transmit this information directly to the Central vigilance commissioner, Government of India.

8. The word ‘monitor’ would include both singular and plural.

Section 9 -Pact Duration

This Pact begins when both parties have legally signed it. It expires for the Contractor 12 months after the last payment under the contract, and for all other bidders 6 months after the contract has been awarded.

If any claim is made/lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be valid despite the lapse of this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged/determined by CMD,  BSNL.

Section 10 – other provisions
1. This agreement is subject to   Indian Law. Place of performance and jurisdiction is the registered office of the principal. i.e. New Delhi. The arbitration clause provided in the tender document/contract5 shall not be applicable for any issue/dispute arising under integrity pact.

2.  Charges and supplements as well as termination notices need to be made in writing.

3. If the Contractor is a partnership or a consortium, this agreement must be, signed by all partners or consortium members.

4. Should one or several provisions of this agreement turn out to be invalid, the remainder of this agreement remains valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their original intensions.
