SECTION – II

INSTRUCTION TO BIDDERS

A)
INTRODUCTION
1. DEFINITIONS 

(a) “The Purchaser” means the G.M.T.D., Sambalpur acting on behalf of Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited.

(b)  “The Bidder” means the individual or firm who participates in the tender and submits its bid.

(c) “The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the goods under the contract.

(d) “The Goods” means all equipment, machinery, and/or other materials, which the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the contract.

(e)  “The Purchase Order” means the order placed by the purchaser on the Supplier signed by the Purchaser including all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein. The purchase order shall be deemed as “Contract” appearing in the document.

(f) “The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the purchase order for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations.

(g) “Validation” is a process of testing the equipment as per the Generic Requirements in the specification for use in Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited network.  Validation is carried out in simulated field environment and includes stability, reliability and environmental tests.

2. ELIGIBLE BIDDERS 

The eligible bidders should be Reputed Experienced firms/ General Suppliers /Co-operative Stores of Ministry /Department of Govt. of India registered to supply the tendered items. Bidders having printing press of their own will be given priority/preference.
1. Copy of Valid Pan No.
2. Copy of Certificate of Firm’s registration with proper authority
3. Copy of Valid VATCC / TIN No.
4.  They should have successfully executed educational/commercial order(s) placed on them earlier for the tendered item by DOT/BSNL/MTNL. The proof of successful execution of educational / commercial order should be in shape of attested copies of experience Certificate of supplying of Departmental forms (during last three financial year) pre-printed forms for Mobile bills/Landline bills  to the tune of total Rs.2,00,000/- from not below the rank of DGM in one financial year.
3.
COST OF BIDDING

The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of the bid. The Purchaser, will in no case, be responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

THE BID DOCUMENTS

4.          BID DOCUMENTS 

The goods required to be supplied; bidding procedures and contract terms are prescribed in the Bid Documents. The Bid documents include:

(b) Instruction to Bidders

(c) General (Commercial) Conditions of Contract

(d) Special conditions of Contract, if any

(e) Schedule of Requirements

(f) Technical Specifications

(g) Bid Form and Price Schedules

(h) Bid Security Form

(i) Performance Security Bond Form
(j) Letter of authorization for attending BID opening
(k) Details of Firm

(l) Tender offer letter

(m) Certificate of no relative working in BSNL
4.2
The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Bid Documents. Failure to furnish all information required as per the Bid Documents or submission of the bids not substantially responsive to the Bid Documents in every respect will be at the bidder’s risk and shall result in rejection of the bid.

5.
CLARIFICATION OF BID DOCUMENTS

A prospective bidder, requiring any clarification on the Bid Documents shall notify the Purchaser in writing or by FAX at the Purchaser’s mailing address indicated in the invitation of Bid. The Purchaser shall respond in writing to any request for the clarification of the Bid Documents, which it receives not later than 5 days prior to the date of opening of the Tenders. Copies of the query (without identifying the source) and clarifications by the Purchaser shall be sent to all the prospective bidders who have received the bid documents.

3. AMENDMENT OF BID DOCUMENTS
6.1 At any time, prior to the date of submission of Bids, the Purchaser may, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective bidder, modify bid documents by amendments.

6.2 The amendments shall be notified in writing or by FAX to all prospective bidders on the address intimated at the time of purchase of the bid document from the purchaser and these amendments will be binding on them.

6.3 In order to afford prospective bidders a reasonable time to take the amendment into account in preparing their bids, the purchaser may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of bids suitably.

PREPARATION OF BIDS

4. DOCUMENTS COMPRISING THE BID

The bid prepared by the bidder shall comprise the following components:

(a) Documentary evidence established in accordance with the clause 2 & 10 that the bidder is eligible to bid and is qualified to perform the contract if his bid is accepted.

(b) Bid Security furnished in accordance with clause 12.

(c) A Clause by Clause compliance as per clause 11.2

(d) A Bid form and price schedule completed in accordance with clause 8, 9, & 10.

5. BID FORM

The bidder shall complete the bid form and appropriate Price Schedule furnished in the Bid Documents, indicating the goods to be supplied, brief description of the goods, quantity and prices as per section XII.

9.     BID PRICES
9.1 The bidder shall give the total composite price inclusive of all Levies & Taxes, octroi, packing, forwarding, freight and insurance etc.  The basic unit price and matching prices of all the components need to be individually indicated against the goods it proposes to supply under the contract as per the price schedule given in Section XII. The offer shall be firm in Indian Rupees. 

9.2 Prices indicated in the Price Schedule shall be entered in the following manner :

(i) The Basic Unit price of the goods, Excise duty, Sales Tax, octroi, Freight, Forwarding, Packing, Insurance and any other Levies/Charges already paid or payable by the supplier shall also be quoted separately item wise.
(ai) The supplier shall quote as per price schedule given in section XII for all the items given in schedule of requirement.

9.3 The price quoted by the bidder shall remain fixed during the entire period of contract and shall not be subject to variation on any account. A bid submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as non-responsive and rejected.

9.4 The prices quoted by the bidder shall be in sufficient detail to enable the Purchaser to arrive at the price of product offered.

10.   DOCUMENTS ESTABLISHING BIDDER’S ELIGIBILITY AND QUALIFICATION

The bidder shall furnish, as part of the bid documents establishing the bidder’s eligibility, the following documents. 

1. Copy of Valid Pan No.

2. Copy of Certificate of Firm’s registration with proper authority
3. Copy of Valid VATCC / TIN No.
4. They should have successfully executed educational/commercial order(s) placed on them earlier for the tendered item by DOT/BSNL/MTNL. The proof of successful execution of educational / commercial order should be in shape of attested copies of experience Certificate of supplying of Departmental forms to the tune of total Rs.2,00,000/- from not below the rank of DGM in one financial year.
(h) DOCUMENTS ESTABLISHING GOOD’S CONFORMITY TO BID DOCUMENTS

11.1 Pursuant to clause 7, the bidder shall furnish, as part of his bid, documents establishing the conformity of his bid to the Bid Documents of all goods and services, which he proposes to supply under the contract.

11.2 The documentary evidences of the “goods and services” conformity to the Bid Documents may be, in the form of literature, drawings, data etc.   and the bidder shall furnish :

(a) a detailed description of goods with essential technical and performance characteristics;

(b) a list, giving full particulars including available sources and current prices of all spare parts, special tools, etc., necessary for the proper and continuous functioning of the goods for a period of three years following commencement of use of the goods by the purchaser, and

(c) a clause-by-clause compliance on the purchaser’s Technical Specifications and Commercial Conditions demonstrating substantial responsiveness to the Technical Specifications and Commercial Conditions. Each page of original bid document including annexure duly signed by bidder is to be submitted. In case of deviations, a statement of the deviations and exception to the provision of the Technical Specification and Commercial Conditions shall be given by the bidder. A bid without clause – by – clause compliance of the Technical Specifications and Commercial Conditions shall not be considered.

11.3 For the purpose of compliance to be furnished pursuant to the clause 11.2I above, the bidder shall note that the standards for the workmanship, material and equipment and reference to the brand names or catalogue number, designated by the Purchaser in its Technical specifications are intended to be descriptive only and not restrictive.

12.         BID SECURITY 

12.1
Pursuant to clause 7 the bidder shall furnish, as part of his bid, a bid security for an amount of Rs.12,500/-(Rupees Twelve Thousand Five Hundred Only) i.e. @ 2.5% of total cost.
 12.2
The bid security is required to protect the purchaser against the risk of bidder’s conduct, which would warrant the security’s forfeiture, pursuant to Para 12.7.

12.3
The bid security shall be in the form of a bank Guarantee / DD/B.C.issued by a scheduled bank in favor of the purchaser, valid for a period of 210 days from the date of opening of the tender (without any interest for the retention period).

12.4
A bid not secured in accordance with Para 12.1 & 12.3 shall be rejected by the Purchaser as non-responsive.

12.5
The bid security of the unsuccessful bidder will be discharged/returned as promptly as possible as but not later than 30 days after the expiry of the period of the bid validity prescribed by the purchaser, pursuant to clause 13.

12.6
The successful bidder’s bid security will be discharged upon the bidder’s acceptance of the advance purchase order satisfactorily in accordance with clause 27 and furnishing the performance security.

(i) The bid security may be forfeited:
(a) If the bidder withdraws his bid during the period of bid validity specified by the bidder on the Bid form or

(b) In the case of successful bidder, if the bidder fails  :

(i) To sign the contract in accordance with clause 28 or

(ii) To furnish performance security in accordance with clause 28.

(j) PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF BIDS  

13.1 Bid shall remain valid for 180 days after the date of opening of bids prescribed by the purchaser pursuant to clause 19.1. A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the purchaser as non-responsive.

13.2 In exceptional circumstances, the purchaser may request the consent of the bidder for an extension to the period of bid validity. The request and the response thereto shall be made in writing. The bid security provided under clause 12 shall also be suitably extended. The bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting his bid security. A bidder accepting the request and granting extension will not be permitted to modify his bid.

14.    FORMAT AND SIGNING OF BID
(k) All pages of the original bid, except for un-amended printed literatures, shall be signed by the person or persons signing the bid. The bids submitted shall be sealed properly (wax/PVC Tape).

14.2 The bid shall contain no interlineations, erasures or overwriting except as necessary to correct errors made by the bidder in which case such corrections shall be signed by the person or persons signing the bid. Also correcting through fluids is strictly prohibited.

SUBMISSION OF BIDS

(l) SEALING AND MARKING OF BIDS 

15.1 The bid should be submitted in two covers. The first cover shall contain the following documents

1. Documents establishing the bidder’s eligibility as per clause 2 and 10 of section–II.

2. Bid security as per clause 12 of section – II.

The second cover shall contain the original price bid document duly marked Both the covers should be sealed separately by the personal seal of the bidder and kept in one cover duly sealed (Wax / PVC Tape).

(c) The inner and outer envelopes shall indicate the name and address of the bidders to enable the bid to be returned unopened in case it is declared ‘late’

(d) Tenders shall either be sent by registered post or delivered in person. The responsibility for ensuring that the tenders are delivered in time would vest with the bidder.

(e) Bids delivered in person shall be delivered to Asst. General Manager (HR & Admn), 5th  Floor, O/o. G.M.T.D., Sambalpur before 15.00 hours of due date.  The purchaser shall not be responsible if the bids are delivered elsewhere.

15.3.     If both the envelopes are not sealed and marked as required at paras 15.1and15.2, the bid shall be rejected.

16 SUBMISSION OF BIDS 

16.1 Bids must be received by the Purchaser at the address specified under Para 15.2 not later than 15:00 hrs. on due date.

16.2 The Purchaser may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for the submission of bids by amending the Bids Documents in accordance with clause 6 in which case all rights and obligations of the purchaser and bidders previously subject to the deadline will thereafter be subject to the deadline as extended.

16.3 The bidder shall submit his bid offer against a set of bid documents purchased by him for all or some of the systems/equipment as per requirement of the Bid Documents.  He may include alternate offer if permissible as per the bid. However not more than one independent and complete offer shall be permitted from the bidder.

16.4
The bidder shall submit samples of forms paper in the financial bid. 
17.
LATE BIDS

Any bid received by the purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the purchaser pursuant to clause 16, shall be rejected and returned unopened to the bidder. 

18 ODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS

18.1 The bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after submission provided that the written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the purchaser prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids.

18.2 The bidder’s modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and dispatched as required in the case of bid submission in accordance with the provision of clause 15. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by FAX but followed by the signed confirmation copy, post marked   not later than the deadline for submission of bids.

18.3 Subject to clause 20, no bid shall be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.

E)          BID OPENING AND EVALUATION

19 PENING OF BIDS BY PURCHASER        

19.1 The purchaser shall open bids in the presence of bidders or their authorized representatives who chose to attend, at 16:00 hrs on due date. The bidder’s representatives who are present shall sign in an attendance register. Authority letter to this effect shall be submitted by the bidders before they are allowed to participate in bid opening (A Format is given in section XI)

19.2 A maximum of two representatives for any bidder shall be authorized and permitted to attend the bid opening.

19.3
The bidder’s names, Bid prices, modifications, bid withdrawals and such other details as the purchaser, at its discretion, may consider appropriate will be announced at the opening.
20 LARIFICATION OF BIDS

To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids, the purchaser may, at its discretion ask the bidder for the clarification of its bid. The request for the clarification and the response shall be in writing. However, no post bid clarification at the initiative of the bidder shall be entertained.

21. PRELIMINARY EVALUATION  

21.1 Purchaser shall evaluate the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required Bid security have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the bids are generally in order.

21.2
Arithmetical error shall be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be corrected by the purchaser. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail. If the supplier does not accept the correction of the errors, his bid shall be rejected.

21.3
Prior to the detailed evaluation, pursuant to clause 22, the Purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the Bid Document. For purposes of these clauses, a substantially responsive bid is one which confirms to all the terms and conditions of the Bid Documents without material deviations. The purchaser’s determination of bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

21.4
A bid, determined as substantially non-responsive will be rejected by the purchaser and shall not, subsequent to the bid opening, be made responsive by the bidder by correction of the non-conformity.

21.5
The Purchaser may waive any minor infirmity or non-conformity or irregularity in a bid which doesn’t constitute a material deviation, provided such waiver doesn’t prejudice or effect the relative ranking of any bidder.

21.6
“The purchaser reserves the right to disqualify such bidders who have a record of not meeting the contractual obligations against earlier contracts entered into with the purchaser or black listed by any Govt/Semi Govt organization.

22.
EVALUATION AND COMPARISON OF SUBSTANTIALLY RESPONSIVE BIDS 

22.1 The Purchaser shall evaluate in detail and compare the bids previously determined to be substantially responsive pursuant to clause 21.

22.2      Evaluation of each item will be based on unit rate quoted by the bidder.
22.3     Award of contract will be placed on to the successful L1 bidder in respective items.                  

23   
CONTACTING THE PURCHASER 

23.1 Subject to Clause 20 no bidder shall try to influence the Purchaser on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of the bid opening till the time the contract is awarded.

23.2 Any effort by a bidder to modify his bid or influence the purchaser in the purchaser’s bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract award decision shall result in the rejection of the bid. 

24        WARD OF CONTRACT 

The Purchaser shall consider placement of orders for commercial supplies only on those eligible bidders whose offers have been found technically, commercially and financially acceptable and whose goods have been type approved/validated by the purchaser. Purchase/work order will be placed on to the successful L-1 bidder in respective items.

In case L1 bidder fails to comply the contractual obligations in specified period, GMTD Sambalpur will be free to allot the same work to any other bidder/outside agency in case of emergency and excess cost paid if any will be recovered from defaulting L1 bidder. 

25 PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO VARY QUANTITIES AT THE TIME OF AWARD

a) The purchaser will have the right to increase or decrease up to 25% of the quantity of goods specified in the schedule of requirements without any change in the unit price or other terms and conditions at the time of award of contract.
b) In exceptional situation where the requirement is of an emergent nature and it is necessary to insure continued supplies from the existing venders, the purchaser reserves the right to place repeat orders up to 50% of the quantities of goods contained in the running tender with the existing venders considering the reasonability of rates based on the prevailing market conditions and the impact of reduction in duties and taxes etc.

PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS
The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids, at any time prior to award of contract without assigning any reason whatsoever and without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders on the grounds of purchaser’s action.

27 SSUE OF PURCHASE ORDER

27.1 The issue of a Purchase Order shall constitute the intention of the Purchaser to enter into contract with the bidder.

27.2 The bidder shall within 10 days of issue of the purchase order, give his acceptance along with performance security in conformity with section X provided with the bid document by depositing 10% of the value of order in shape of B.G. /B.C. /D.D in favor of Accounts Officer(Cash), BSNL, O/o GMTD, Sambalpur.

28 IGNING OF CONTRACT

28.1 The issue of Purchase order shall constitute the award of contract on the bidder.

28.2 Upon the successful bidder furnishing the performance security, pursuant to clause 27, the Purchaser shall discharge the bid security.

29.
ANNULMENT OF AWARD 

Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirement of clause 28 shall constitute sufficient ground for the annulment of the award and the forfeiture of the bid security in which event the Purchaser may make the award to any other bidder at the discretion of the purchaser or call for the new bids.

29 hile all the conditions specified in the Bid documents are critical and are to be complied, special attention of bidder is invited to the following clauses of the bid documents. Non-compliance of any one of them shall result in out right rejection of the bid. 

(i) Clause 15.1 of Section II:  The bids will be recorded unopened, if covers are not properly sealed with ‘PERSONAL SEAL ‘of the bidder.

(ii) Clauses 12.1, 12.3 & 13.1 of Section II:  The bids will be rejected at opening stage if Bid security is not submitted as per Clauses 12.1 & 12.3 and bid validity is less than the period prescribed in Clause 13.1 mentioned above.

(iii) Clause 2 & 10 of Section II:  If the eligibility condition as per clause 2 of Section II is not met and/or documents prescribed to establish the eligibility as per Clause 10 of section II are not enclosed, the bids will be rejected without further evaluation.

(iv) Clause 11.2 I of Section II:  If deviation statements as prescribed are not given, the bid will be rejected at the stage of primary evaluation.

(v) Section III Commercial conditions & Section VI Technical Specifications: Compliance if given using words like “Noted, Understood”,  “Noted & Understood” shall not be accepted 

(vi) As compliance. Mere “Complied” will also be not sufficient, reference to the enclosed documents showing compliances must be given.

30 EXTENSION OF CONTRACT PERIOD 



The contract shall normally be of for one year (Unless otherwise specified) but purchaser reserves the right to extend the contract period by 6 months beyond the period specified in the letter of acceptance (Tender), on the same rates and other terms & conditions.  However, further extension beyond 6 months, if necessary will be on mutually agreed Terms & conditions.

SECTION – III

GENERAL (COMMERCIAL) CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

31 APPLICATION 

The general condition shall apply in contracts made by the purchaser for the procurement of goods

2.
STANDARDS 

The goods supplied under this contract shall conform to the standards prescribed in the Technical Specifications mentioned in section XI. 

3.
PATENT RIGHTS 

The supplier shall indemnify the purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design rights arising from use of the goods or any part thereof in Indian Telecom Network.

32 PERFORMANCE SECURITY 

4.1 The supplier shall furnish performance security (after deduction of EMD if any paid earlier) to the purchaser for an amount equal to @10% of the total cost as per purchase order. The security deposit will not bear any interest for any period whatsoever.

4.2 The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the Purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from the supplier’s failure to complete its obligations under the contract.

4.3 The performance security Bond shall be in the form of FDR / Bank Guarantee/BC issued by a scheduled Bank and in the form provided in the Bid’s Document ‘Section VIII’.

4.4 The performance security Bond will be discharged by the Purchaser after completion of the supplier’s performance obligations, including any warranty obligations, under the contract.

5. INSPECTION 

5.1 The Purchaser or his representative shall have the right to inspect the materials as per prescribed schedules for their conformity to the specifications. 

6.
DELIVERY AND DOCUMENTS 
6.1 The delivery of the goods and documents shall commence immediately on placement of purchase order on vendor and be completed within 30 days.  The actual delivery schedule will be given in purchase order and that will be final.

7.
WARRANTY/GUARANTEE CLAUSE

7.1.1 In case, if any defect is noticed in the work during the period of contract the contractor shall rectify, replace, or renew any defective portion/ portions of the supplied items  within the 7 days from the date of  intimation otherwise; it may be got done from another contractor & charges shall be recovered from S.D./ running or pending bill. In case of serious nature of complaints the S.D. may be forfeited.

7.2
Replacement/Rectification under warranty clause shall be made by the contractor free of all charges at site including freight, insurance and other incidental charges.

8.          PAYMENT TERMS
