TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Section-II
1. The EMD of Rs. 13400/- ( Rupees thirteen thousand four hundred only )  in form of BC / DD drawn in favour of the Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL, O/o General Manager Telecom District, Dhenkanal should be accompanied with the tender form. The tenders without EMD shall not be entertained.

2. The approximate requirement for a year would be around ` 670000.00 (Rupees six  lakhs  seventy thousand only) which may  vary depending on actual requirement at that time.(25% may be increased or reduced )
3. The successful tenderer will have to deposit performance security deposit of  10 %  of estimated cost for the items in the form of BC / D.D. in favour of AO ( Cash ) , BSNL , O/o GMTD, Dhenkanal, within 10 days from acceptance of the tender. After submission of performance security, EMD will be returned.

4. In case of successful bidder fails to furnish the security deposit / sign the agreement within stipulated time, the EMD shall be forfeited.

5. The EMD of unsuccessful bidders will be refunded after the finalization of the tender without any interest on it.

6. The successful tenderer will have to sign a contract with the GMTD, Dhenkanal/DGM, Dhenkanal and the period of contract shall be for one year from the date of signing the agreement. The period of contract can be extended by GMTD, Dhenkanal for further period of one year with the consent of the approved contractor with same rate, terms & conditions.
7. The security deposit shall be refunded after expiry of the contract period and satisfactory supply of ordered materials.

8. Order for supply of materials will be placed as and when required. Either in part or full of estimated Quantity as mentioned in section - VII depending upon the requirement. The materials should be supplied within 07 days (maximum) of placing of order at the premises of the consignee without transportation charges.

9. The contract will stand cancelled in case the contractor fails to supply the items within the stipulated period. In such case the security deposit will also be forfeited in full or part as would be deemed fit.

10. The item supplied shall be as per the specifications and also as per the samples seen by the Committee members.

11. The right to accept or reject any tender is fully vested with the GMTD, Dhenkanal.

Termination of Contract :

Termination of Insolvency : BSNL may also by giving written notice  and without compensation to the contractor terminate the contract if the contractor becomes  unwilling bankrupt or otherwise  in any way without affecting the right of action or remedy as hirer.

Force Majure :  If at any time  during the continuance of this contract the performance in  whole or in part by either party of any war or hostility acts of the public enemy, civil commotion sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts or act of God (Herein after referred to as events) provided notice of happenings of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof neither party shall by reasons such events be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against the other in respect of such on performance or delay in performance under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such as event  may come to an end or  cease to exit and conclusive provided further that if the performance in whole or part of  any  obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days either party may at his option terminate the contract.

Arbitration :

I. In the event of any question dispute or difference arising under the agreement or in connection there with (except as to matter the decision to which specifically provided under this agreement) the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the GMTD, Dhenkanal, BSNL. In case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted whether in addition to the function of the GMTD, Dhenkanal or by whatever designation such officers may be called (hereinafter referred to as the said officer) and if the GMTD, Dhenkanal or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such than to the sole arbitration of some other person appointed by the CGM/PGM/TDM or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act. 1996.

II. The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of both the parties enlarge the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.

III. The Venue of the arbitration proceeding shall be office of General Manager, Telecom District, BSNL at Dhenkanal or such other place as the arbitrator may decide.

Set Off : Any such of money due and payable to the contractor (including security deposit refundable to him) under his contract may be appropriated by BSNL and set off the same against any claim of BSNL for payment of a sum money arising out of this contract or under any other contractor with BSNL.

The onus of proving genuineness of the submitted documents would rest with the bidder. As per requirement of the tender conditions, if any document/paper/certificate submitted by the participant bidder is found to be false/fabricated/tampered/manipulated at any stage during bid evaluation or award of contract, then the bid security (EMBG / EMD) of the bidder would be forfeited and bidder would be disqualified from the tender. Section 2 - Commitments of the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)

The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s? will, when presenting his bid, disclose any and all 
payments he has made is committed to or intends to make to agents, brokers or any other intermediaries in connection with the award of the contract.

(2)  The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not instigate third persons to commit offences outlined above or be an accessory to such offences.

Section 3 - Disqualification from tender process and exclusion from future contracts

If the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s). before contract award or during execution has committed a transgression through a violation of Section 2, above or in any other form such as to put his reliability or credibility in question, the Principal is entitled to disqualify the Bidder (s)/Contractor(s) from the tender process or take action as per the defined procedure.

Section 4 - Compensation for Damages

If the Principal has disqualified the Bidder(s) from the tender process prior to the award according to Section 3. the Principal is entitled to demand and recover the damages equivalent to Earnest Money Deposit / Bid Security.

Section 8 - External independent Monitor/Monitors

Principal appoints competent and credible Independent External Monitor for this Pact. The task of the Monitor' is to review independently and objectively whether and to what extern the parties comply with the obligations under this agreement

The Monitor is not subject to instructions by the representatives of the parties and performs his functions neutrally and independently. He reports to the CMD of the BSNL.
3.
The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without restriction to all Project documentation of the Principal including that provided by the Contractor. The Contractor will also grant the Monitor, upon his request and demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to his project documentation. The same is applicable to Subcontractors. The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents of the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Subcontractor(s) with confidentiality. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Section, the 3idder(s)/Contractor(s) shall have no obligation whatsoever to provide any internal! costing mechanisms or any internal financial or commercial data pursuant to any audit or review conducted by or on behalf of the Principal. Further, the Bidder(s)Contractor(s) shall not be required to provide any data relating to its other customers, or any personnel or employee related date.

The Principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all meetings among the parties related to the Project provided such meetings could have an impact on the contractual relations between the Principal and the Contractor The parties offer to the Monitor the option to participate in such meetings.

As soon as the Monitor notices, or believes to notice, a violation of this agreement he will so inform the Management of the Principal and request the Management to discontinue or take corrective action, or to take other relevant action. The monitor can in this regard submit non-binding recommendations. Beyond this, the Monitor has no right to demand from the parties that they act in a specific manner, refrain from action or tolerate action.

The Monitor will submit a written report to the Chairperson of the Board of the Principal within 8 to 10 weeks from the date of reference or intimation to him by the 'Principal' and, should the occasion arise, submit proposals for correcting problematic situations.

1. If the Monitor has reported to the CMD of the BSNL, a substantiated suspicion of an offence under relevant Anti-Corruption Laws of India, and the BSNL has not, within reasonable time, taken visible action to proceed against such offence or reported it to the Corporate Vigilance Office, the Monitor may also transmit this information directly to the Central Vigilance Commissioner, Government of India.

2. The word "Monitor would include both singular and plural.
Section 9 - Pact Duration

This Pact begins when both parties have legally signed it. It expires for the Contractor 12 months after the last payment under the contract, and for all other Bidders 6 months after the contract has been awarded. If any claim is made/ lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be valid despite the lapse of this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged/determined by CMD, BSNL.

Section 10 - Other provisions

1. This agreement is subject to Indian Law. Place of performance and jurisdiction is the Registered Office of the Principal, i.e. New Delhi The arbitration clause provided in the tender document / contract shall not be applicable for any issue /dispute arising under Integrity Pact.

2. Changes and supplements as well as termination notices need to be made in writing.
