agreement. Any order / Directions / Awards of the Arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the
parties.

Il. Broad outline of activities from Bidders Perspective:

Bidder should do Online Enrolment in this Portal using the option Click Here to Enroll available in
the Home Page. Then the Digital Signature enrollment has to be done with the e-token, after
logging into the portal. The e-token may be obtained from one of the authorized Certifying
Authorities such as eMudhra CA / GNFC/ IDRBT / MTNL Trust line / Safe Script / TCS / ACE
Technologies etc.
