General Conditions of Contract
A)  Scope and quantum of work:

1 The work against the tender will be executed under the jurisdiction and overall control of the Telecom District Manager, Bolangir.

2 The total work involves the Dismantling of WLL equipment & accessories  pertaining to the Bolangir Telecom District for  which may be allotted to one  or more than one firm/contractor depending upon the volume of work.

B) Specification of work:

1 Dismantling of WLL equipment & accessories  includes transportation of recovered  materials from work spot to concerned Sub-Divisional stores. The required Tools, components & equipments should be arranged by the contractors himself, at his own cost to make dismantling work satisfactory.

2 All the necessary tools, component & equipments required for undertaking dismantling should be brought by the contractor himself at his own cost.

3 The work will be awarded to the approved firm/contractor through work orders by the concerned SDO/SDE.

4 Records of all the recovered materials, date of issue work order are to be submitted along with the bill duly countersigned by the concerned JTO/SDO/SDE.

5 The contractor will provide  required receipt about detail list  of WLL equipment & accessories received from the defaulter WLL subscribers.

6 The contractor/agent of the contractor should posses one identity card with colour photograph duly countersigned by concerned SDO/SDE.
7 The contractor/agent should posses the required work order issued by SDO/SDE about recovery of WLL equipment & accessories.

8 The contractor will report in writing to the concerned SDO/SDE whenever the defaulting WLL subscriber refuses to deposit the WLL equipment &accessories in part or full with the contractor so that FIR will be lodged by the concerned SDO/SDE with the nearest Police station to avoid loss from BSNL.
C) Time of execution 

1 The dismantling work is to be completed within a period of 30 (thirty) days from the date of receipt of work order. In exceptional cases the time factor can be relaxed by the SDO/SDE concerned and in no case this should exceed 3 months.

D) Supervision of the work:

1 JTO/SDO or any of his representatives shall supervise the dismantling work.

E) General Conditions.

1 The tender seal quotation must be accompanied with a Demand Draft or Rs.10, 000 (Rupees Ten thousand) only in favour of “Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL, office O/o the Telecom District Manager, Bolangir, as EMD without which the bid shall be liable for rejection. The EMD of the unsuccessful tenderer (s) will be released after the work is awarded. The EMD of the successful tenderer (s) shall be converted into the security deposit which will be retained till the completion of the contract period. In case of bad/defective work and also failure to complete the work within the scheduled time, the security deposit in full or part thereof shall be forfeited and the department will execute the work through any other agency.
2.  The successful tenderer will be required to sign and agreement with the District Authority for executing the work.

3. Normally, the contract period will be one year from the date of entering into the agreement. The rate finalized will remain valid for the entire period of contract.

4.  The Telecom District Authority reserves the right to increase or decrease the contract period. He also reserves the right to cancel the agreement at any time without assigning any reason(s).

5.  Conditional and incomplete tenders are liable for rejection.

6. The tender shall be evaluated by a committee appointed by the Telecom District authority. The committee shall decided its own criteria for evaluation of the tenders. Which shall be final and binding on the part of all tenderer.

7. The District Authority reserves the right to reject the tender/tenders without assigning any reason(s) thereof. He is also not bound to accept the lowest tender.

8. The tender should produce the requisite experience/performance certificate to the effect that the tenderer has successfully carried out the above type of work or works of similar nature.

1. DEFINATIONS

a. BSNL: Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited (A Govt. of India Enterpraise)

b. TDM, Bolangir means the Head of SSA i.e., TDM, Bolangir, who invites the tenders on behalf of BSNL.

c.  Jurisdiction of TDM, Bolangir: The jurisdiction of TDM, Bolangir means different sub-divisions under TDM, Bolangir.

d. Representative of TDM, Bolangir: Representative of TDM, Bolangir means SDO/SDE/JTO deputed by the TDM, Bolangir for inspecting or supervising the work .
e. Site Engineer:  Site Engineer shall mean an SDE/SDO/JTO of the Department placed by TDM, Bolangir as in charge of the work at site at any particular period of time.

f. Contract:  The contract means, the documents forming the tender and acceptance thereof and the formal agreement executed between the competent authority on behalf of the CMD, BSNL and the contractor.

g. Contractor:  The contractor shall mean the individual, firm or company, enlisted with BSNL, in accordance with procedure for enlistment of contractor, undertaking the works and shall include the legal personal representative of such individual or the persons composing such firm or company.

20.2     Any effort by the bidder to modify his bid or influence the department in the department’s 
bid Evaluation, bid comparison or the contract award decisions shall result in the rejection 
of the bid.

21.1     The department shall consider award of contract only to those eligible bidders whose offers 
have been found technically, commercially and financially acceptable.

Without any change in the rates or other terms and conditions.

DEPARTMENT’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY ORALL BIDS:

The Department reserves the right to accept or reject any bid and to annual the bidding process and 


at any time prior to award to contract without assigning any reason what so ever 
and Without 
thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder of bidders on the ground for the 
departments action.

24.1    The issue of letter of intent shall constitute the intention of the department to enter into the                 
contract with the bidder.

25.1 The signing of agreement shall constitute the award of contract on the bidder. The agreement with   the successful bidder shall be signed by the department with in a week of submission of material security as per clause 24.2 above.
