SECTION-II

INSTRUCTION TO BIDDER

A. INTRODUCTION:

1. DEFINITIONS

1.1 “The Department” means the BSNL, Balasore acting on behalf of the CMD,BSNL 
and represented by the General Manager Telecom District, Balasore.

1.2 “The Bidder” means the individual or firm who participates in this tender and submits its 
bid.

1.3 “The goods” means all computer stationeries, which the bidder is required to supply to 
the department under the contract.

1.4 “The letter of Intent” means the intention of purchaser to place the purchase order on the 
bidder.

1.5 “The purchase order” means the order place by the department on the bidder signed by 
the department including all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents 
incorporated by reference therein. The purchase shall be deemed as “contract” appearing 
in the document.

1.6 “The contract price” means the price payable to the bidder under the purchase order for 
full and proper performance of the contractual obligations.

2.
ELIGIBLE BIDDER:

This invitation for bids is open to all reputed firms registered to manufacture the items or their authorized representatives/supplier dealing with MNC Brand.  

The proof of such registration to manufacture/authorized dealership in India shall be attached with the bid. The shop should be situated at Balasore only. 
3.
COST OF BIDDING:

The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of the bid. The Department will in no case, be responsible or Liable for these costs, regardless of the outcome of the bidding process.

B. THE BID DOCUMENTS

4. 
BID DOCUMENTS:

4.1 The goods required, bidding procedures and contact terms are prescribed in the Bid 
Document.

b. General Condition of Contract

c. Schedule of requirement with price schedule
d. Bid form 

e. Performance security bond form

f. Agreement form

g. Letter of authorization for attending bid opening

h. Form for non-participation of near relatives

4.2 The bidder is expected to examine all the instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the bid document. Failure to furnish all informations required as per the Bid Document or submission of bids not substantially responsive to Bid Document in every respect will be at bidder’s risk and shall result in rejection of bid.

5. 
AMENDMENT OF BID DOCUMENTS:

5.1
At any time, prior to the date of submission of bids .The purchaser may, for any reason,  whether at its own initiative or response to a clarification requested by prospective bidder  modify the bid documents by amendment.

5.2 The amendments shall be notified in writing or by FAX to all prospective bidders on the 
address intimated at the time of purchase of bid document from the purchaser and these amendments will be binding on them.

5.3 In order to afford prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take the amendments 
into account in preparing their bids, the purchaser may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of bids suitably.

5.4 Any amendments to the bid document or changes in specification will be uploaded in our 
website www.orissa.bsnl.co.in and also be intimated to all prospective bidders who have 
directly purchased the document, by FAX . There shall be normally no advertisement of 
corrigendum / amendments in the newspapers as such bidders are to look for the amendments in the website regularly in their own interest.   
C. PREPARATION OF BIDS:

DOCUMENT COMPRISING THE BID:
The bid prepared by the bidder shall comprise the following components.

8.3 The basic price quoted by the bidder shall remain fixed during the entire period of 
contract, i.e. up to one year, and shall not be subject to variation on any account. A bid submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as non-responsive and liable to be ejected.

8.4 The price approved by the Department for procurement will be inclusive of levies and 
taxes, packing, forwarding, freight and insurance. Break up in various heads like ED. Sales Tax, Insurance, Freight and other taxes paid/ payable is for the information of the purchaser and any change in these shall have no effect on price during the scheduled period of delivery.

9. DOCUMENT ESTABLISHING BIDDER’S ELIGIBILITY AND QUALIFICATION:

The bidder shall furnish, as part of his bid document establishing the bidder’s eligibility, the following document as required in view of clause-2:

9.5 The bidder shall furnish annual report and /or a certificate from the bankers as evidence 
that he has financial capability to perform the contract up to the capacity of  cost. 
9.6 Valid PAN Card.
9.7 The documentary proof in support of shop at SSA Hqrs, Balasore dealing with computer stationeries. 

Without any one of the above documents tender will be summerisely rejected. 
10.
BID SECURITY: (EMD)

1. Earnest Money, in the form of Bank Draft/Bankers cheque for Rupees Six thousand only 
(Rs.6,000/-) from any nationalized Bank drawn in favour of the Sr. Accounts Officer (Cash), BSNL, O/o GMTD, Balasore must be attached with the tender bid. The EMD will not carry any interest. 

2.  Tender not accompanied with prescribed Earnest money deposit (EMD) will not be 
considered and will be cancelled.

The Earnest money deposit of unsuccessful Tenders will be refunded as promptly as possible.

The Successful bidder’s bid security shall be converted to performance security.

11.
PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF BIDS:

11.1 BID shall remain valid for 150 days after the date of bid opening prescribed by the 
purchaser. A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the purchaser as non-responsive.

11.2 In exceptional circumstance, the purchaser may request the bidder’s consent for and 
extension to the period of bid validity. The request and the response thereto shall be made 
in writing. The bid security provided under clause-11 shall also be suitably extended. A 
bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting his bid security. A bidder granting the 
request will not be permitted to modify his bid.

12 FORMAT AND SIGNING OF BID

12.1 The bid shall be typed or printed, numbered consecutively and shall be signed by the 
bidder or a person or persons duly authorized to bind the bidder to the contract. The letter 
of authorization shall be indicated by written power-of-attorney accompanying the bid. 
The bids submitted shall be sealed properly.

12.2 The bid shall contain no interlineations, erasures or overwriting except as necessary to 
correct errors made by the bidder in which case such corrections shall be signed by the 
person or persons signing to the bid.

D.SUBMISSION OF BIDS

13 SEALING AND MARKING OF BIDS:

14 SUBMISSION OF BIDS:                                 

         
14.1  Bids must be received by the purchaser at the address specified under Para-13.2(a) Not later than on due date and time.
14.2 The purchaser may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for the submission of bids by 
amending the bid documents in accordance with clause in which case all rights and obligations of the purchaser and bidders previously subject to the deadline will thereafter be subject to the deadline as extended.

14.3 The bidder shall submit his bid offer against a set of a bid documents purchased by him 
for all or some system/equipments as per requirement of the bid documents. He may include alternate offer if permissible as per the bid. However not more than one independent and complete offer shall be permitted from the bidder.
15. 
LATE BIDS: Any bid received by the purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the purchaser pursuant to clause-14, shall be rejected and returned to the bidder.

16.  MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS:

16.1  The bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after submission provided that the written 
notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the purchaser prior to the deadline 
prescribed for submission of bids.

16.2 The bidder’s modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and 
dispatched as required in the case of bid submission in accordance with the provision of 
clause-16. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by Fax but followed by a signed 
confirmation copy, post marked, not later than the deadline for sub-mission of bids.

16.3 No bid shall be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.

E. BID OPENDING AND EVALUATION

17. OPENING OF BIDS BY PURCHASER:

17.1 The purchaser shall open bids in the presence of bidders or his authorized representatives 
who choose to attend, on due date & time. The bidder’s representatives, who are present; shall sign an attendance register, Authority letter to this effect shall be submitted by the bidder before they are allowed to participate in bid opening. (A format is given in sec-VII)

17.2 Maximum of two representatives for any bidder shall be authorized and permitted to 
attend the bid opening.

17.3 The bidder’s name, bid prices, modifications, bid withdrawals and such other details as 
the purchaser, at the discretion, may consider appropriate; will be announced at the opening

18. CLARIFICATION OF BIDS:

18.1 
To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids, the purchaser may, at its 
discretion ask the bidder for the clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and 
the response shall be in writing. However, no post bid clarification at the initiative of the 
bidder, shall be entertained.

19. PRELIMINARY EVALUATION:

19.1 Purchaser shall evaluate the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any 
computational errors have been made whether required sureties have been furnished. 
Whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the bids are generally in
order.

19.2 Arithmetical error shall be rectified on the following basis, if there is a discrepancy 
between the unit price and total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and 
quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be corrected by the 
purchaser. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures. The amount of word shall 
be prevail. If the supplier does not accept the correction of the errors, his bid shall be 
rejected.

19.3 A bid determined as substantially non-responsive will be rejected by the purchaser and 
shall not subsequent to the bid opening the made responsive by the bidder by correction 
of the non-conformity.

19.4 The purchaser may waive any minor infirmity or non-conformity or irregularity in a bid 
which does not constitute a material deviation provided such waiver does not prejudice of 
affect the relative ranking of any bidder.

20. EVALUATION AND COMPARISON OF SUBSTITANTIALLY RESPONSIVE 
BIDS:

20.1
 The Department shall evaluate in detail and compare the bids previously determined to be substantially responsive pursuant to clause20.

Contacting the Department:

No bidder shall try to influence the Department on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of bid opening till the time of contract is awarded.

Any effort by the bidder to influence the Department in the Bid evaluating, bid comparison or contract award decision shall result in the rejection of bid.

 AWARD OF CONTRACT:
       

The department shall consider issue of orders for execution of supply, installation, commissioning, training etc on those bidders whose offers have been found technically and financially acceptable. The General Manager Telecom District, BSNL, Balasore reserves the right to go for one or more than one contractors considering the aspect of price quoted by the bidder, to meet the time scheduled of requirement ,non- supply of items in time and supply of items not up to standard by the bidder. However the decision of the General Manager Telecom District, BSNL, Balasore in this respect will be final and binding on all concerned.

DEPARTMENT’S RIGHT TO VARY QUANTITIES AT THE TIME OF AWARD:

The department reserves the right at the time of award of contract to increase or decrease the quantity of goods and services specified in the Schedule of Requirements without any change in unit price of the ordered quantity or other terms and conditions. Department reserves the right to purchase the items mentioned in schedule- III selectively depending upon the, requirement.

21.2. 
PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS:

The purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and top annual the bidding process and reject all bids, at any time prior to award of contract without assigning any reason whatsoever and without thereby incurring any liability to the effected bidder or bidders on the grounds for the purchaser’s action.

22.    ISSUE OF LOI:

The issue of an LOI shall constitute the intention of the purchaser to enter into the contract with the bidder. Purchase orders will be issued over the period of 1 year for the requirement of the purchaser. Extension of contract up to six months may be made observing same price & all terms & conditions.

The bidder shall within 20 days of issue of the LOI, give his acceptance in writing along with performance security in conformity provided with the bid documents.

23.  
SIGNING OF CONTRACT:

23.1 The issue of purchase order shall constitute the award of contract on the bidder.

23.2 The successful bidder should furnish the performance security pursuant to clause-26, the 
purchaser shall discharge its bids security, pursuant to Clause-26.4.

 ANNULMENT OF AWARD:

Failure of successful bidder to comply with the requirement of clause-28 shall       constitute sufficient ground for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security in which event the purchaser may make the award to any other bidder at the discretion of the purchaser or call for new bids.

C. GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT
24. 
APPLICATON

The general conditions shall apply in contracts made by the purchaser for the procurement of goods.

25. 
 PATENT RIGHTS

The supplier shall indemnify the purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design rights arising from use of the goods or any part their of in Indian Telecom Network.

26. PERFORMANCE SECURITY

26.1 The supplier shall furnish performance security to the purchaser for an amount of 10% of 
contract value in form of DD/FDR/BANK GUARANTY valid for a period of not less than 18 months within 20 days of receipt of LOI.

26.2 The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the purchaser as 
compensation for any loss resulting from the supplier’s failure to complete its obligations 
under the contract.

26.3 The performance security bond shall be in the form of Bank Guarantee issued by a 
scheduled Bank and in the form provided in the Bid Document.

26.4 The performance security bond will be discharged by the Purchaser after completion 
of the supplier’s performance obligations, including any warranty obligations, under 
the contract.

27.   
DELIVERY AND DOCUMENTS:

27.1 Delivery of the goods and documents shall be made by the supplier in accordance with 
the terms specified by the purchaser in its schedule of Requirements and special 
conditions of contract and the goods shall remain at the risk of equipment shall be to the 
ultimate consignee as given in the purchase order.

27.2 The delivery of the goods and documents shall commerce immediately on placement of 
purchase order on vender and be completed within two weeks at site from the date of 
issue of purchase Order. However, the actual delivery schedule will be given in purchase 
order.

In case the CONTRACTOR fails to complete the supply and installation of the 
Computer Stationeries within the stipulated time frame (2 Weeks) a penalty shall be imposed @ 0.5% of the value of the order for delay per week or part thereof. Maximum penalty will be restricted to 1% of the agreed price for the contract.

28. WARRANTY:

28.1 The contractor shall warrant for a period of one year or as applicable on that stores to be 
supplies shall be new and free from all defects and faults in material, workmanship and 
manufacture and shall be of the highest grade and consistent with the established and 
generally excepted standards for materials of the type ordered and shall perform in full 
conformity with the specifications and drawings. The contractor shall be responsible for 
any defects that may develop under the conditions provided by the contract and under 
proper use, arising from faulty materials, design or workmanship.

28.2 If it becomes necessary for the contractor to replace or renew any defective 
portion/portions of the goods under this clause, the provisions of the clause shall apply to 
the portion/portions of the equipment so replaced or renewed or until the end of the 
above-mentioned period of three years, which ever may be later? If any defect is not 
remedied within a responsible time, the purchaser may proceed to do the work at the 
contractor’s risk and expenses, but without prejudice to any other rights, which the 
purchaser may have against the contractor in respect of such defects.

28.3 Replacement under warranty clause shall be made by the contractor free of all charges at 
site including freight, insurance and other incidental charges.

29.   
 PAYMENT TERMS:

29.1 100% payment shall be made on receipt of the goods in good condition, installation and 
testing/ commissioning.

 PRICE

30.1  Prices charged by supplier for goods delivered and services performed under the 
contract shall not be higher from the price quoted by the supplier in his BID.

30.2 In the case of revision of statutory levies/taxes during the finalization period of the tender 
the purchaser reserve the right to ask for reduction in the prices. Price once fixed remains valid for the period of contract. Increase and decrease of taxes and other statutory duties will not affect the price during this period. In case of delayed supplies after delivery period the advantage of reduction of tax/duty would be passed on to the purchaser and no benefit of increase in price will be permitted to the supplier if there is any increase in tax/duty.

DISPUTES IN TENDER FINALISATION: In the event of any disputes arising out of finalizing the tender agreement or any other matter relating to this tender, the decision of the GMTD, Balasore shall be final and binding.
