DOCUMENTS ESTABLISHING SUPPLY OF SERVICE
10.1 Documents establishing the firm / dealer dealing and supply with GI Pipes as per specification indicated in Tender documents to be furnished.

BID SECURITY
11.1 The bidder shall furnish, as part of his bid a bid security (EMD) for an amount as mentioned in the NIT against each section. No interest shall be paid by the department on the bid security for any period, what so ever. The bid security of the successful bidder will be converted into part performance security and an additional amount of 5% of the bill of the supplier will be deducted as additional performance security.

The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from the supplier’s failure to complete its obligations under the contract.

DELAYS IN THE SUPPLIER’S PERFORMANCE

11.1 Delivery of service and performance of the services shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the time schedule specified by the purchaser in its purchase order. In case the supply is not completed in the stipulated delivery period, as indicated in the purchase order, purchase reserves the right either to short close/ cancel this purchase order and/ or recover liquidated damage charges. The cancellation/ short closing of the order shall be at the risk and responsibility of the supplier and purchaser reserves the right to purchase balance unsupplied item at the risk and cost of the defaulting vendors.
11.2 Delay by the Supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the supplier liable to any or all of the following sanctions. Forfeiture of its performance security, imposition liquidated damages, and/ or termination of the contract for default.

11.3 If at any time during the performance of the contract, in supplier should encounter condition impending timely delivery of the goods and performance of service, the supplier shall promptly notify to the purchaser in writing the fact of the delay. Its likely duration and its causes (s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the supplier’s notice, the purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at its discretion extend the period for performance of the contract after discussion with the supplier.
12.
LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

12.1 The date of supply stipulated in the purchase Order should be deemed to be the essence of the contract and must be completed not later than the dates specified therein. Extension will not be given except in the exceptional circumstances. Should, however, execution is delayed and the reports made over after the expiry of the contracted delivery period, without prior concurrence of the purchaser and be accepted by the consignee, such execution will not deprive the purchaser of his right to recover liquidated damage under clause 12.2 below.
12.2 Should the Tenderer fail to deliver the services within the period prescribed, the purchaser shall be entitled to recover 0.5% of the value of the delayed quality of the goods, for each week of delay or part thereof, for a period upto 10 weeks and thereafter at the rate of 0.7% of the value of the delayed quantity of the goods for each week of delay or part thereof for another 10 weeks of delay. Quantum of liquidate damages assessed and levied by the purchaser shall be final and challengeable by the supplier.
13.
FORCE MAJEURE 

13.1 If, at any time, during the continuance of the contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract is prevented of delayed by reasons of any war, or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, foods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restriction, strikes, lockouts, or act of God (hereinafter referred to as events) provided notice of happening of any such eventually is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such event be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against other in respect of such non-performance or delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such an event come to an end or cease to exit, and conclusive. Further that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reasons of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may, as its option, terminate the contract.

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13.2 Provided, also that if the contract is terminated under this clause, the purchaser shall be at liberty to take over from the contractor at a price to be fixed by the purchaser, which shall be final, all unused, undamaged and acceptable materials, bought out components and stores in course of manufacture which may be in possession of the contractor at the time of such termination or such portion thereof as the purchaser may deem fit, except such materials, bought out components and stores as the contractor may concurrence of the purchaser elect to retain.
14.
TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT

14.1 The purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default, sent to the supplier, terminate this contract in whole or in part.

a) If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period (s) specified in the contract, or any extension thereof granted by the purchaser pursuant to clause 11;
b) If the supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract; and 

c) If the supplier, in either of the above circumstances, does not remedy his failure within a period of 30 days (or such longer period as per purchaser may authorized in writing) after receipt of the default notice from the purchaser.
14.2 In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part pursuant to para 14.1 the purchaser may procure, upon such manner as it deems appropriate, goods similar to those undelivered and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for any excess cost for such similar goods. However the supplier shall continue the performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

15.
TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY


The purchaser may at any time terminate the contract by giving written notice to the supplier, without compensation to the supplier. If the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent as declared by the competent court provided that the such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrue thereafter to the purchaser.

16.
ARBITRATION

16.1 In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under this agreement or in connection there-with (except as to the matters, the decision to which is specifically provided under this agreement), the same shall be referred to the sole arbitration of the CGMT, BSNL, Orissa Circle or in case his designation is changed or his office is abolished, then in such cases to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted (whether in addition to his own duties or otherwise) with the functions of the CGMT, BSNL, Orissa Circle or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the arbitration and conciliation Act 1996.
There will be no objection to any such appointment on the ground that the arbitrator is a Government servant or that he has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or any of the matters in dispute. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties to the agreement. In the event of such an arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred, being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reason whatsoever, the CGMT, BSNL, Orissa Circle said officer shall appoint another person to act as an arbitrator in accordance with terms of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out his predecessors.
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16.2 The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of both the parties enlarge the time frame for make and publishing the award. Subject to the aforesaid. Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the rules made there under, any modification thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.
16.3 The venue of the arbitration proceeding shall be the office of the CGMT, BSNL, Orissa Circle or such other places as the arbitrator may decide.

SET OFF


Any sum of money due and payable to the contractor (including security deposit refundable to him) under this contract may be appointed by the purchaser or the BSNL or any other person or persons contracting through the BSNL to India and set off the same against any claim of the purchaser or BSNL or such other person or persons for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by the Contractor with the purchaser or the BSNL or such other person or persons contracting through the BSNL.
