Section - III
1: SPECIFICATION:  The work will be carried out as per the following specification. The required diagram is also available with this tender document.

(i) Earth pit :  Normal size of the earth pit will be 3 M depth X 2 M breadth X 2 M length . 

(ii) Earthing Plates to be used : 4 numbers of G I  plates of dimension 600×600×6.5 mm  are to be placed on four corners of the  pit  at the bottom ( please consult diagram available inside the tender document.).

(iii) 
Connections: All G.I.  Plates are to be connected each other by G I strips to the edges of all plates as shown in the Diagram. A G.I. strip will be Connected to one plate and taken out as the earth lead and will be connected to the Earth Bus Bar of the exchange. Another strip is to be connected to the opposite plate & taken out up to the ground level as the spare Earth lead. All connections are to be made with G.I. Nuts, Bolts and Washers. To prevent ingress of moisture and soil, the joints should be made water proof by covering with a thick layer of bitumen. In case of new exchange where provision of Earth Bus Bar is to be made, one G I strip of size 300 mm× 50 mm × 6mm thickness with insulators and nuts, bolts of brass/G I are to be used for the purpose. From the center  point of the earth pit, 3 M length/50 mm dia G.I pipe will be placed. The GI pipe should be perforated at 20 places of 10 mm dia each in different directions and places within one meter from bottom  One G.I. cap is to be provided at the top of the G.I. pipe which can be removed to pour water as and when required.



Filling up of the pit : After the Earthing Electrodes are placed in position and all the inter connections are made, the pit is to be filled up with fine ash and/or finely sieved soil which should be rammed in layers so as to make it compact and cohesive. No chemical treatment should be made while filling the pit.
Note: 1) G.I. Nuts, Bolts, Washers, screws, Bitumen and fixtures for bus-bar  etc. required for connection, and tools are to be supplied by the Contractor for no extra cost. 
iv) Measurement book entry
Measurement of Works executed since the date of last measurement and upto the date of rescission of contract shall be taken in the presence of the contractor or his authorized representative who shall sign the same in the MB. If the contractor or his authorized representative do not turn up for joint measurement, the measurement shall be taken by the officer authorized for this purpose after expiry of due date given for joint measurement. The measurement taken by the officer so authorized shall be final and no further request for joint measurement shall be entertained.

Materials utilized in executing the work should be entered in the MB.
v) TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE TESTING 

The work shall be deemed to have been completed only after the same has been accepted by the A.T. Officer. The contractor shall make test pits at the locations desired by A.T. Officer for conducting test checks without any extra payment. The contractor shall restore the pits after test measurements to its original shape. The contractor shall be responsible to provide test/measurement tools and testers for conducting various tests.

Scope of Acceptance and Testing :
The purpose of acceptance and testing is to verify integrity of measurement and quality of work done. The A.T. Officer shall not be responsible for recording of measurement for the purpose of billing and contractual obligations. However, if the Measurements taking by A.T. Officer are found to be lesser than the measurements recorded by the officer responsible for recording the measurements, the measurement taken by A.T. Office shall prevail without prejudice to any punitive action against the contractor as per provisions of the contract and the officer recording the measurements. The Contractor shall be obligated to remove defects/deficiencies pointed out by the A/T Officer without any additional cost to the department.

Offering the work for acceptance and testing : The Sub Divisional Engineer responsible for construction, after having satisfied himself of completion of work ready for A.T., shall offer the work to A.T. Officer for conducting Acceptance and Testing. The work shall be offered for A.T. as soon as part of work is complete in all respects. The work against any work order can be offered for A.T. in a number of stages.

The contractor shall provide labour, if demanded by the A/T officer for digging of test pits and other necessary infrastructure for carrying out the A/T work. No extra payment will be made for the digging of test pit.

3)a. Payment will be made if the ohmic value of the earth is 0.5 ohms or less, otherwise the payment will be held up till rectification and bringing down the earth value  ≤0.5 ohms.
b. The Successful bidder has to deposit 5% of the Tender cost  as performance security deposit in shape of DD or BG  for a period of  one year from any scheduled bank at Dhenkanal payable to A.O.(Cash), BASNL, O/O the GMTD, Dhenkanal.. On completion of the contract period, the Performance Security Deposit will be refunded after forty five days of completion of warranty period & without any interest.

Section – IV
5: Cost of Bidding : The Bidder shall bear the cost associated with the preparation and submission of the bid. BSNL, in no case will be responsible to bear these costs regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

BID OPENING AND EVALUATION 
i. The BSNL shall open the bids in the presence of bidders or his authorized representatives who choose to attend at 15.30 Hrs on due date. The bidder’s representative who are present, shall sign an attendance register. The bidder shall submit authority letter to this effect before they are allowed to participate in the bid opening (A format is given in Annexure VI).

ii. A maximum of two (2) representatives for any bidder shall be authorized and permitted to attend the bid opening.

iii. The Bids shall be opened in the following manner :

iv. The bid opening committee shall count the number of bids and numbers to the bids. For example, if 10 tenders have been received the bid shall be numbered as 1 of 10, 2 of 10 etc. All the members shall initial on the outer envelopes of all the bids with date.

v. The envelopes containing the tender offer and not properly sealed, as required vide Para 7.a, shall not be opened and shall be rejected outright. Closing the cover by gum will not be treated as sealed cover. The reasons for not opening such tender offers shall be recorded on the face of the envelope and all the members of bid opening committee shall initial with date.

BSNL shall evaluate the bids on the basis of overall cost in making the earth. Generally, it checks   to determine whether the tender is complete in all respect, whether any computational errors have been made, whether documents have been properly signed and whether bids are generally in order.

11:
Performance Security.

i) The successful bidder shall be required to deposit an amount of 5% of the estimated cost towards performance Security.

ii) Performance Security shall be submitted in the form of Bank Guarantee or A/C payee DD issued by a scheduled Bank at Dhenkanal.

Performance Security will be discharged after completion of contractor’s performance obligations under the contract after one year of completion contract period & without bearing any interest.

Section –VI
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF TENDER

12:a.
Execution Time Limit : The time period as stipulated in the  work order or letter of intent shall be deemed to be essence of the contract.

      b.    Execution of work:

i) The Contractor should proceed to start the work on getting the work order from the D.E. (P&A) of this office.

ii) The   work procedure should follow the Diagram & work schedule and be executed under supervision of the concerned officer-in-charge not below the rank of SDO/SDE.

iii) The completion report should be submitted immediately on completion of work to the ordering authority through the supervising officer.
iv) Extension of time limit for execution of work may be granted by the competent authority  on justified grounds if applied in writing by the contractor. 

c.      In case of delay of work by the Contractor, a delay penalty will be imposed @ of 0.5% of the    value of the order per week of delay or part thereof, subject to maximum of 10% of the value of the order
d.
The Contractor should take every precautionary measure during execution of contract to ensure the safety and security of life and property of workers and public. Any loss caused due to negligence thereof is to be compensated by the contractor.

13:   RESCISSION/TERMINATION OF CONTRACT 

i) Circumstances for rescission of contract :  Under the following conditions the competent authority may rescind the contract :

a)
If the contractor commits breach of any item of terms and conditions of the contract.

b)
If the contractor suspends or abandons the execution of work and the engineer in-charge of the work comes to conclusion that work could not be completed by due date for completion or the contractor had already failed to complete the work by that date.

c)
If the contractor had been given by the officer-in-charge of work a notice in writing to rectify/replace any defective work and he/she fails to comply with the requirement within the specified period.

ii) Upon rescission of the contract, the security deposit of the contractor shall be liable to be forfeited and shall be absolutely at the disposal of the Government as under :

14: Force Majure : If any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any war or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts or act of God (Herein after referred to as events) provided notice of happenings, of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reasons such events be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against the other in respect of such on performance or delay in performance under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such an event may come to an end or cease to exit, and conclusive, provided further that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days either party may, at his option terminate the contract.

Arbitration:


i) In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under the agreement or in connection there with (except as to matter the decision to which specifically provided under this agreement), the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the GMTD, Dhenkanal, BSNL. In case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted whether in addition to the function of the GMTD, Dhenkanal or by whatever designation such officers may be called (herein after referred to as the said officer) and if the GMTD, Dhenkanal or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such, than to the sole arbitration of some other person appointed by the CGM/PGM/TDM or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996.
ii)

1) Plates and GI Strips are connected by GI Nut & Bolts.  To prevent ingress of Moisture and Soil, the joint is made water tight by covering with bitumen 





2)  The bends in GI Strips should not be sharp but with a radius of  1 metre as shown in the Drawing. 





3)  After the earthing electrodes are placed in position and all the interconnections made, the pit should be filled up with fine ash and / or finely sieved good quality soil which should be rammed in layers, so that it is compact and cohesive.


4) Jointing of G.I. strips is not allowed in the running part of Strips inside the Earth Pit except at connecting points.
