(TECHNICAL BID)

1. The Tenderer must read carefully all the terms, conditions and specifications before filling of the tender schedule and the rate sheet.

2. Scope of the work: The work involves “Laying of U/G Cable along with associated works” in Bhawanipatna Telecom District. The entire SSA has been divided into 04 (four) zones as details below.

3. Eligibility Criteria – As per NIT 

4. Specification:

The work involves excavation of trench measuring 30 cm (width) X 90cm (depth) in all places under Bhawanipatna SSA for the cable above 5pr. For 5pr cable the specification is 30cm (width) X 60cm (depth). 
5. The work is being awarded in zone wise. Works in each zone is being treated as separate work, covered by separate contract.  The terms, conditions and specifications are the same for all the Zones. The rate is to be quoted for each item separately. Separate tender documents to be purchased for separate zone. A bidder can participate in tender for maximum 2(Two) zones. 

6. While evaluating the tender, if it is found that the same contractor is the successful tenderer for more than one zone, the work in more than one zone may be awarded to a contractor, only if, the Telecom District Manager, Bhawanipatna is satisfied that the contractor has capacity and resources to commence and execute the work in all places on schedule.  

7.The quantities indicated in the tender are approximate and are at the discretion of the Telecom District Manager, Bhawanipatna and are not to be taken as firm figures.  Any change so effected shall be binding on the tenderer. 

8. E.M.D. : Earnest money deposit as mentioned in N.I.T. will be deposited along with the tender, in form of demand draft, drawn on any nationalized/scheduled bank payable at Bhawanipatna, in favour of the Accounts Officer (Cash), O/o the TDM,  Bhawanipatna –766001. The EMD shall be forfeited in case, the tenderer withdraws his tender before the final acceptance or fails to enter into the prescribed agreement with BSNL for execution of work after it is accepted, within 15 days. EMD of unsuccessful tenders will be refunded after finalization of the tender, without any interest. 

9. Validity of bid: The bid validity period is 180 days from the date of opening of bid documents.

10. Validity of the tender: The tender will be valid for a period of one year from the date of signing of the agreement.

11. Security : a) The EMD of successful Tenderer will be kept as security deposit and will be refunded after six month of completion of work & clearance of A/T.

b) No interest will be paid to the contractor on security deposit. 

12. Addressing the tender: The tender documents shall be addressed to the Telecom District Manager, Bhawanipatna.

14.    SPECIFICATION OF WORK

(I)   This tender is for digging trench and laying of underground telephone cable, jointing & allied works in different zones under the jurisdiction of Telecom District Manager, Bhawanipatna. The work broadly consists of the following components.

(II)  The work involves excavation of trench measuring 30 cm (width) x 90 cm (depth) in all places under Bhawanipatna SSA. for the cable above 5 pr. For 5pr Cable the specification is 30 cm (width) x 60 cm (depth).This involves New works & Maintenance works.
The excavation also involves clearing of bushes, cutting roots of trees that may lie along the route of the cable trench and throwing out stones and boulders that may be dug up during the process of trenching.

(III)       After the trenches are dug up the bottom with soft soil of about 05 cm thickness, a soft soil of same thickness is again to be provided after cable is laid in the trench. Whatever soft soil required for this purpose is to be arranged and supplied by the contractor himself at his own cost and no extra amount will be paid on this account.

 (IV)      Cable has to be laid in the trench on the layer of soft soil. In some cases it may require that more than one cable has to be laid in the same trench while in some other cases old cable may exist in the trench. In order to avoid any damage to the cable including the existing one, utmost care is to be taken while digging, lowering of cable and laying in the trench.

(V)       After the cable is lowered in the trench, a soft soil of about 5cm thickness is to be provided in the trench. Then the warning bricks as per requirement for the higher gauge cables of 100 pairs and above, if needed, are to be laid over the cable. The bricks should be of first class kiln burnt type in quality, failing which such quantity of bricks shall be rejected. The bricks are to be laid normally lengthwise over cable. About 4 bricks are to be laid on every meter of cable length. The bricks are to be supplied by the cable contractor himself at his own cost. 

(VI)      After the cable and bricks are laid, the trench has to be back filled. The excavated soil shall be used for back filling the trench which will then to be rammed to the road level with due watering at the rate of one tanker full of water for 400 meters of trench; if the trench subsides within three months, the back filling and ramming to the road level shall be done again by the contractor at his own cost.
(VII)      Before the cable is given to contractor for laying the trench will be inspected by the representative of the TDM, Bhawanipatna to ensure that the depth and width of trench are as per the required specifications (i.e. concern SDOT/SDOP/JTO).

(VIII)    The route and joint indicators and cable markers required are to be planted along with diagram. RCC pipes/GI pipes/ tubes are required to be provided at the road crossing or at any other place where ever required. Those materials will be supplied by the TDM, Bhawanipatna. The contractor shall be liable to ensure safety and security of those materials from the time those stores are handed over to him or to his representative to the time when the work is completed and accepted by the TDM, Bhawanipatna after inspection.

(IX)       The cable should be made available under proper acquaintance by the Sub-divisional officer concerned or the representative of the TDM, Bhawanipatna at the department store from where it has to be transported to the site by the contractor at his own cost. No separate charges will be allowed towards transportation of cable. The contractors would also be required to transport stores from the district store depot to the concerned sub-divisional store depot as per the scheduled rate.

 (X)    To avoid the possibility of theft of exposed cable which is already laid earlier or partly laid, the contractor will be required to arrange his watch men at cable trench at night time and all the days. The watchmen so employed for this purpose shall have to be paid for by the contractor himself. In case of loss of cable by theft from such open trenches the contractor shall be liable to pay the compensation to the TDM, Bhawanipatna basing on the value of cable so stolen.

(Xi)    The contractor should take utmost care and plan beforehand so that no damage is done to BSNL Cable. Incase of damage of the same the contractor will be liable to pay the compensation. The cable should be laid farthest possible from the road side to avoid damage to the existing cable and to give clear space/scope for further road expansion/repair which is definitely going to happen in near future. To avoid cable damage of the other operators the contractor along with the concerned SDOP/SDOT has to co-ordinate with the private operators and digs the trench accordingly.

(XII)    In case of road crossing, the cable shall be laid by punching the road without damaging the road surface. The punching shall be carried out by the contractor.

(XIII)    Concreting should be done at culverts, bridges and at other place where necessary under supervision of concerned Divisional Engineer Telecom, O/o the TDM, Bhawanipatna.

(a). Concreting beyond scheduled quantity will not be allowed unless prior permission from TDM, Bhawanipatna.

(b). Quantity of executed concreting work in meter (item No - 4) will not be counted in excavation of trenches (item No- 1).

(XIV)     Incase of jointing (a) Each joint made by the contractor   will contain his signature slip with date as well as of concerned SDO as to keep the watch on all such joints in case of jointing.  Jointing works means Digging of pit and back filling, jointing of cable pair, jointing each conductor using. discrete connector/modular connector/twisting as per instruction of the supervising Officer, closing of joint using Thermo Shrink Kits and refilling of the joint pit, testing the cable pairs for different sizes of cables. 

(b) The contractor himself has to manage tools & staff   required for jointing work including such materials as tools, kerosene oil, blow lamp, rags etc. However BSNL will supply only jointing materials TSF/RTSF/TWF joint kits ,connectors and DP/GI pipes/cabinet/pillar if work allotted for erection of DP/Cabinet etc.

(c)The contractor will get all the pairs verified after   making the joints & obtain a certificate from SDO regarding joint of all cable pairs & connecting of joints.

(d) Closing of joints will be done by the contractor under supervision of BSNL staff or officer authorized in the work order. 
(e) The warranty period of joints is six month from the date of jointing, if the joint fails for any reason without any external agency, four times of the cost of jointing including cost of joint kit, connecter etc. will be recovered form the contractor.

The rate mentioned above will be taken as that for a trench of 90 cm(for cables except 5pr) &60 cm for 5pr cables and proportionate calculation will be done based on this rate. 


For example: (for cables except 5pr)

1. Let the rate approved = Rs. 20.00 for 90 cm depth and let the actual trench is of depth 75 cm, then the rate will be Rs. 20.00 x 0.75  = Rs.15.00 (for depth 90 cm). Then the amount payable for the depth 75 cm per meter will be Rs.15.00 x 75 / 90 = Rs.12.5 per meter.

(XVI)
  For erection and termination of DP, the work means erection and termination of DP including fitting of DP on the top of 25/50 mm GI pipe and clamping the G1 pipe, fitting a bracket on the pole, and termination of cable on both the ends complete in all respects (distribution cable end and DP end) and concreting subs wall about 3 meters (for internal DP). All the materials (Except concrete work) will be supplied By BSNL.
(a) For external DP with erection of poles

(i) Fitting of pole

(ii) Erection of pole

(iii) Fitting of DP on the top of GI pipe and clamping the GI pipe with pole by fitting brackets, U-backs, etc on the pole

(iv) Cleaning of cable and terminating the pairs on the DP

External DP on existing pole
All the works as stated at D16 (a) except (i) and (ii).

(b) Internal DP
(i) Chiseling of wall (up to 2 meters)

(ii) Fixing and then cementing over the cable

(iii) Fitting the internal DP and terminating the cable in the DP after cleaning.
(XVII). The concrete, wherever required, must be of the ratio 1:2:4 in terms of cement, chips (15 cm size) and sand.

(XVIII)
In case of erection of pillars the same should be installed in safe places of suitable locality and it should be easily accessible for maintenance. The positions close to the edge of footpaths, near transformers, below HT lines etc. must be avoided.
(XIX) 
The plinth for erection of pillars shall be made of first class brick and cement mixture of 1:4 (for cement and sand). The foundation for pillar should be 600mm high from the ground level and holes should be made for drawing of cable into the pillar. It should be erected on plinth by fixing it firmly with 10mm bolts embedded in the framework.

(XX). A/T must be done by  A/T Authority for all the 5 Pair cable works including DP errection and allied works. Bills without A/T certificate will not be entertained. For other size cable works A/T will be carried out by an officer nominated by the competent authority. 
15. Penalty Clause

For delays in the contractor’s performance:

The time allowed for completion of work as entered in the work order shall be strictly adhered to by the contractor and shall be reckoned from the seventh day of issue of the work order by BSNL. The contractor shall pay as penalty, an amount equal to 1% of the amount of the incomplete work for every one week of delay in completion of work, subject to a maximum of 10% of the cost of the work awarded. The penalty will be recovered from the bill of the contractor or his SD or from the bill of any of the contract of the contractor. 

16. The near relative of employees of BSNL are prohibited from participation of this tender (either directly recruited or on deputation). The near relatives for this purpose are defined as, a) members of Hindu undivided family b) Their husband / wife c) The one related to other in the manner as father, mother, son(s) & son’s wife (daughter-in-law), daughter(s) & daughter’s husband (son-in-law), brother(s) & brother’s wife, sister(s) & sister’s husband (brother-in-law).

17.
Instruction to the tenderer: -

a.     The contractor must carefully read all the terms and conditions before filling up the tender schedule. 

b. The tender should be submitted in sealed cover only and tender received in unsealed cover will be rejected summarily. Envelope-A: Technical bid (all required documents as per NIT), Envelope-B: Financial bid (Note:- both A & B Envelope to be inserted in envelope ‘C’ & super scribing “Tender for laying U/G cable in Bhawanipatna SSA”.

The contractors should quote rates in consolidated form taking into account, all the 
            works including supply of materials and labours.

d. The tender submitted without EMD will be summarily rejected. 

e.  No amendment to the tender in any form by the contractors will be permitted after submission of the tender. 

f.  If the tender is withdrawn after submission by the contractors, the EMD will be forfeited.

g. Tender documents are not transferable.

h. Rates must be quoted both in figures and in words. In case of any discrepancy between figures and words, the rates quoted in words will be taken as authentic in all respects. Corrections, if any, must be initialed by the authorized signatory, failing which, the tender is liable to be rejected. 


i.  The TDM, Bhawanipatna reserves the right to award the works to more than one contractor. However the decision of TDM, Bhawanipatna will be final in this regard. 

j. The TDM, Bhawanipatna is not bound to accept the lowest rate and his decision is final.  This cannot be challenged in any Court of law and/or elsewhere.

k. The department shall not take any liability of the person / persons employed by the contractor for their future employment in the department.

l. Canvassing directly or indirectly will be treated as a disqualification.

m. Any tender received in the tender box unsealed will not be opened or considered.

n. Tender documents should be signed by the tenderer on each page.

o. In case of unscheduled holiday on the closing/opening date, the next working day will be treated as scheduled/opening date of the tender.

p. Incomplete tender form will be summarily rejected without assigning any reason.

18. Specific work will be awarded through work order issued by TDM, Bhawanipatna and the successful contractors will complete each job under the said work order within the specified time.

19. A committee, appointed by TDM, Bhawanipatna, shall evaluate the tender. The committee shall decide its own criteria for evaluation of the tenders. The criteria decided by the committee for evaluation of the tender shall be final and binding on all the tenderers.

20. The TDM, Bhawanipatna reserves the right to forfeit the EMD of the approved contractor who does sub-standard work or refuses to work and also reserve the right to with-hold payment, if any, for the said reason.

21. In case any dispute arises, the decision of the TDM, Bhawanipatna will be final and binding on all tenderers & it cannot be challenged in any Court of law and/or elsewhere.

22. Transportation:-

 
The 5 pair U/G cable and accessories shall be collected by the contractor from the Divisional Store Depot, Bhawanipatna at their own cost. No extra charges will be paid by BSNL for transportation of labour, tool, machinery, and tent etc., required by the contractor. No tools or tents etc will be supplied by BSNL. After completion of works, the contractor shall return to BSNL at his own cost, any unused materials that were supplied to him by BSNL. 

23. Inspection & testing 


SDOT in-charge of the work shall have free access to the site at all times for inspection. The contractor shall render to the representative of BSNL, all possible assistance and facilities for the purpose. 

24. SAFETY, SECURITY AND OBSERVANCE OF LABOUR LAWS.
Compliance with Laws and Regulation 
During the performance of the works, the contractor shall, at his own cost and initiative, fully comply with all applicable laws of the land and with any and all applicable by-laws, rules, regulations and orders and any other provisions having the force of law made or promulgated or deemed to be department, municipal board, government or other regulatory or authorized body of persons and shall provide all certifications of compliance therewith as may be required by such applicable laws, bylaws, rules regulation, orders and/or provision.

i) The contractor will be responsible for the safety and security of the material supplied to him by BSNL. He will insure all the materials comprehensively to cover loss or damage due to theft, fire or any other reason.


ii).
 The contractor will be responsible for the safety and security of labour employed by him for execution of the work. He will be required to insure each labourer as per labour laws. The           contractor  will ensure safe working by observing proper safety precautions. 

iii). The contractor will be required to abide by the labour laws enacted from time to time by the central or state govt. Maintenance and observance of any or all of the statutory labour laws will be the sole responsibility of the contractor. The claims arising out of injury, causality or anything else to the worker/labourer employed by the contractor will be the sole responsibility of the contractor.

iv). Before commencement of work, the contractor should obtain a valid license by virtue of the provisions of the Contract Labour Regulation and Abolition Act. 1970 and of the Contract Labour Regulation & Abolition contract Rule, 1971 and continue to have valid license during the period of contract. The contractor shall be responsible for any contingency arising out of his failure to obtain and have a valid license.

v).
 The contractor should ensure that no labourer below the age of eighteen years is employed by him on the work.

vi). The wages paid by the contractor to the laboures employed by him should not be less than the fair/minimum wages as defined in the CPWD contractor’s labour regulation or as per the provision of Central Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Rules, 1971, whichever is applicable.

vii). Under the provision of minimum wages Act.1948 and the minimum wages (central Rules), 1950,the contractor should allow the labourers employed by him on work one day rest against six days continuous work  and pay wages for that day at the same rate as applicable for duty.

viii). The contractor should comply with all the rules framed by the Government from time to time for the protection of health and sanitary arrangement for workers employed by him.

25. Extension of time limit. 


It will be the discretion of TDM, Bhawaipatna to revise or modify or extend the time limits specified for the quantum of work to be completed in a specified period, provided a written request has been received from the contractor, explaining the reason, for which such extension of time is asked for before completion of scheduled time. 
26.  Payments: -

a. Payment for execution of work will be made by BSNL only after satisfactory completion of the work, as per the constructional standard subject to the issue of the certificate by the SDOT concerned regarding satisfactory completion of the work, duly countersigned by the DE concerned. No. payment for incomplete works will be considered.  Also no running bill is allowed.

b. The contractor may submit bills in duplicate along with (i) Work order, (ii) Material Account statement and (iii) MB based on the joint measurements. The M.B. must contain the dates of commencement and completion of the work and other particulars of the work in details. The bill must be countersigned by concerned DE.

c. 90% payment will be done after production of bill and rest 10% will be paid after six months on getting clearance from concerned SDOT that no damage, breakage, shrinkage has been occurred during six months of retention period.

d. Payment will be made through A/c payee cheque.

e. Sale tax, income tax and other taxes, if any will be recovered from each bill, preferred by the contractor. This is subject to change as and when required under statutory rules. 

f. Service Tax will be claimed as applicable.

27. Material Security Deposit.

  Material security deposit of Rs.50,000/- (Rupees Fifty Thousand) only to be submitted in form of bank guarantee (Validity of 1 year) from nationalized bank before issued of work order. 

28. Signing of the contract Agreement: -

a. The successful tenderer will be required submit all original documents for verification before agreement and then to sign a contract agreement bond (as enclosed with tender document)  with BSNL on non-judicial stamped paper of Rs.20/- at his own cost within 15 days,  failing which the earnest money will be forfeited.

b. In case the successful bidder refuses to do the job or fails to sign the agreement within 15 days, then the authority reserves the right to award the same work to other contractors, in full or in parts, without any liability to loss suffered/likely to be suffered by the bidder(s) in the said contract, including forfeiture of the EMD/SD money deposited.

28.  Sub-Contractors: -

        The contractor shall not assign, subcontract or sublet the whole or any part of the work covered by the contract. Incase it is proved that the tenderer has engaged subcontractors, the tender awarded in his favour would be treated as null and void and SD will be forfeited without any liability to loss suffered/likely to be suffered by the contractor.  
29.      Rescission / Termination of contract

 Under following conditions, the engineer-in-charge of the work may rescind/terminate the contract. (a) if the contactor suspends the execution of work &  the engineer-in-charge of the work comes to judgment that the work could not be completed by the due date or the contractor had already failed to complete the work by that date. (b) if the contractor has been given by the officer-in-charge of work  a notice & (c) if the contractor commits breach of any item of conditions in the contract or sublets without prior permission. 


Before terminating / rescinding, the engineer-in-charge shall give first show cause notice. Thereafter notice on final action will have to be served in case no response is received for first show cause notice. 

30.     Force majeure: 

A. If at any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract shall be prevented or delayed by reason of any war, or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts or act of God (Hereinafter referred to as events) provided notice of happenings, of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such event be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any such claim for damages against the other in respect of such non-performance or delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable, after such event may come to an end or cease to exist, and the decision of the contractor as to whether the works have been so resumed or not, shall be final and conclusive, provided further that if the performance, in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may, at his option terminate the contract.

Provided also that if the contract is terminated under this clause, the Department shall be at liberty to take over from the contractor at a price to be fixed by the Department, which shall be final, all unused, undamaged and acceptable materials, bought out components and stores in the course of execution of contract in possession of the contractor at the time of such termination of such portion thereof, as the Department may deem fit, excepting such materials bought out components and stores as the contracts may with the concurrence of the Department elect to retain.

31. Arbitration 

A.
In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under this agreement or in connection there with, except as to matter decision of which is specifically provided under this agreement, the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the Telecom District Manager, BSNL, Bhawanipatna or in case his designation is changed or his office is abolished, then in such case to the sole arbitration of the Officer for the time being entrusted whether in addition to the functions of the Telecom District Manager, BSNL, Bhawanipatna or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such the sole arbitration or some other person appointed by the Telecom District Manager, BSNL, Bhawanipatna or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996.


There will be no objection to any such appointment that the arbitrator is Government Servant or that he has to deal with matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as Government Servant he has expressed views on all or any of the matter under dispute. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and biding on the parties. In the event of such arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred, being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reasons whatsoever such Telecom District Manager, BSNL, Bhawanipatna or the said officer shall appoint another person to act as arbitrator in accordance with terms of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessors.

The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of parties enlarge the time for making and publishing the award. Subject to aforesaid Arbitration and Conciliation Act; 1996 and the Rules made there under, any modification thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.
