INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

A. INTRODUCTION
1. DEFINITIONS:

(a) “The Purchaser” means the General Manager (CMTS), BSNL, Orissa Telecom, on behalf of the Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited.

(b) “The Bidder” means the individual or firm who participates in this tender and submits its bid.

(c) “The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the goods under the contract.

(d) “The Goods” means all the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials, which the supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the contract.

(e) “The Purchase Order” means the order place by the Purchaser on the Supplier signed by the Purchaser including all attachments and appendices there to and all documents incorporated by reference therein. The Purchase Order shall be deemed as “Contract” appearing in the document.

(f) “The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the purchase order for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations.

(g) “Validation” is a process of testing the equipment as per the Generic Requirements in the specifications for use by BSNL. Validation is carried out in simulated field environment and includes stability, reliability and environmental tests.

(h) "Letter of Intent(LOI)" means the intention of purchaser to place P.O. on the successful bidder.

ELIGIBLE BIDDERS:

2.1 The eligible bidders should be

6.2. The amendments shall be notified in writing or by FAX to all prospective bidders on the address intimated at the time of purchase of bid document from the purchaser and these amendments will be binding on them.

C. PREPARATION OF BIDS;

11. DOCUMENTS ESTABLISHING GOODS CONFORMITY TO BID DOCUMENTS:

11.1. Pursuant to Clause 7, the bidder shall furnish, as part of his bid, documents establishing the conformity of his bid to the Bid documents of all goods and services which he proposes to supply under the contract.

11.2. The documentary evidence of the goods and services; conformity to the Bid Documents may be in the form of literature, drawings, data etc. and he shall furnish:

(a) A detailed description of the goods with essential technical and performance characteristics.

(b) A list, giving full particulars including available sources and current prices, of all spare parts, special tools, etc., necessary for the proper functioning; and continuing functioning of the goods for a period of three years following commencement of the goods used by the Purchaser, and 

(c) A clause-by-clause compliance on the Purchaser’s Technical Specifications and Commercial Conditions demonstrating substantial responsiveness to the Technical Specification and Commercial Conditions. In case of  deviations, a statement of deviations and exceptions to the provision of the Technical Specifications and commercial conditions shall be given by the bidder. 11.3. The bidder shall have to submit the bid in the original proforma obtained from the purchaser for the purpose. Not more than one independent and complete offer shall be permitted from the bidder.

17 LATE BIDS:

Any bid received by the Purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the Purchaser pursuant to Clause 16, shall be rejected and returned unopened to the bidder.

18 MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS:

18.1
The bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after submission provided that the written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the Purchaser prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids.

18.1 The bidder’s modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and   despatched as required in the case of bid submission in accordance with the provision of clause 16. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by FAX but followed by a signed confirmation copy, post marked not later than the deadline for submission of bids.

18.2 Subject to clause 20, no bid shall be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.

E. BID OPENING AND EVALUATION:

19 OPENING OF BIDS BY PURCHASER:

19.1
(i.)
The purchaser shall open the Un-priced,  Technical & Commercial Bids (Envelope A) in the presence of bidders or his authorised representative  who choose to attend, at 16:00 hrs. on due date in the chamber of DGM.(CMTS), 7th Floor, IDCO Tower Bhubaenswar-22. The bidder’s representative, who is present, shall sign an attendance register. Authority letter to this effect shall be submitted by the bidder before they are allowed to participate in bid opening. 
(ii) The priced financial bids ( Envelope B) of the bidders, whose bids are Technically and Commercially responsive; shall be opened  one the same day.
19.2 A maximum of one representative for any bidder shall be authorised and permitted to  attend the bid opening.

19.3 The Bidder’s names, Bid prices, Modifications, bid withdrawals and such other details as the purchaser, at its discretion, may consider appropriate; will be announced at the opening.

20 CLARIFICATION OF BIDS:

To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids, the Purchaser may, at its discretion ask the bidder for the clarification of its bid within one month from the date of opening . The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing. However, no post bid clarification at the initiative of the bidder; shall be entertained.

21 PRELIMINARY EVALUATION:

21.2 Purchaser shall evaluate the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the bids are generally in order.

21.3 Arithmetical errors shall be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be corrected by the Purchaser. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail. If the supplier does not accept the correction of the errors, his bid shall be rejected.

21.4 Prior to the detailed evaluation, pursuant to clause 22, the Purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the Bid documents. For purposes of these clauses, a substantially responsive bid is one which confirms, to all the terms and conditions of the Bid documents without material deviations. The purchaser’s determination of bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse of extrinsic evidence.

21.5 A bid, determined as substantially non-responsive will be rejected by the Purchaser and shall not subsequent to the bid opening be made responsive by the bidder by correction of the non-conformity.

21.6 The Purchaser may waive any minor infirmity or non-conformity or irregularity in a bid, which does not constitute a material deviation, provided such waiver, does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any bidder.

22 EVALUATION  OF BIDS:

The Bid will be evaluated by a Committee constituted by GM.(CMTS), the L1 rate will be calculated taking the total unit price including all levies and charges of Aviation Lamp and Timer individually. 

F. AWARD OF CONTRACT.

23 AWARD OF CONTRACT:

The Purchaser shall consider placement of orders for commercial supplies on those bidders whose offers have been found technically, commercially and financially acceptable and whose goods have been Type Approval/Validated by the Purchaser.

24 PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO VARY QUANTITIES AT THE TIME OF AWARD:

The purchaser reserves the right at the time of award of contract to increase upto 25% and in special condition upto 50% or decrease the quantity of goods and services specified in the Schedule of Requirements without any change in unit price of the ordered quantity or other, terms and conditions.

25 PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS.

The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids, at any time prior to award of contract without assigning any reason whatsoever and without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders on the grounds for the Purchaser’s action.

26 ISSUE OF LETTER OF INTENT(LOI)

26.2 The issue of an LOI shall constitute the intention of the Purchaser to enter into the contract with the bidder, Purchase orders will be issued over the period of 1 year for the requirement of the purchaser.

26.3 The bidder shall within 20 days of issue of the LOI, give his acceptance in writing along with performance security in conformity with Section IX provided with the bid documents.

27 SIGNING OF CONTRACT:

27.2 The bidder has to sign an agreement on stamp paper before issue of purchase order.

27.3 The issue of Purchase Order shall constitute the award of contract on the bidder.

27.4 Upon the successful bidder furnishing the performance security pursuant to Clause 28 the Purchaser shall discharge its bid security, pursuant to Clause 13.

28 ANNULMENT OF AWARD:

Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirement of Clause 29 shall constitute sufficient ground for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security in which event the Purchaser may make the award to any other bidder at the discretion of the Purchaser or call for new bids.

29       While all the conditions specified in the Bid Documents are critical and are to be complied special attention of bidder is invited to the following clauses of the bid document, non-compliance of any one of which shall result in out right rejection of the bid.

GENERAL (COMMERCIAL) CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1. APPLICATION:

The General conditions shall apply in contracts made by the Purchaser for the supply and installation of Aviation Lamps with timer..

2. STANDARDS:

The Goods supplied under this contract shall conform to the standards prescribed in the Technical Specifications.

3. PATENT RIGHTS:

The supplier shall indemnify the Purchaser against all third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design rights arising from use of the goods or any part thereof in Indian Telecom. Network.

4. PERFORMANCE SECURITY:

4.1 The supplier shall furnish performance security to the purchaser for an amount of 10% of contract value within 20 days from receipt of LOI from the purchaser.

4.2 The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable to the Purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from the Supplier’s failure to complete its obligations under the Contract.

4.3 The Performance Security Bond shall be in the form of a bank guarantee issued by a Scheduled Bank and in the form provided in the Bid Document, Section IX, in favour of GM (CMTS). BSNL, Orissa Circle. Bhubaneswar and it will be valid for 1 year from the date of issue.

4.4 The performance security Bond will be discharged by the Purchaser after completion of the Supplier’s performance obligations, including any Warranty obligations, under the Contract.

5. INSPECTIONS AND TESTS:

5.1 The Purchaser or his representative shall have the right to inspect and test the goods as per prescribed test schedules for their conformity to the specifications. Where the Purchaser decides to conduct such tests on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s), all reasonable facilities and assistance like Testing Instruments and other test gadgets including access to drawings and production data shall be furnished to the inspectors at no charge to the Purchaser.

5.2 Should any inspected or tested goods fail to conform to the Specifications the Purchaser may reject them and the Supplier shall either replace the rejected goods or make all alterations necessary to meet specification requirements free of cost to the Purchaser.

5.3 Notwithstanding the pre-supply tests and inspections prescribed in clause 5.1 & 5.2 above, the equipment and accessories on receipt in the Purchaser’s premises will also be acceptance tested during and after installation before “take over” by a team nominated for the purpose by the GM.(CMTS), Orissa Bhubaneswar and if any equipment or part thereof is found defective, the same shall be replaced free of cost to the Purchaser as laid down in clause 5.4 below.

5.4 If any equipment or any part thereof, before it is taken over under clause 5.5 is found defective or fails to fulfil the requirements of the contract, the Inspector shall give the Supplier notice setting forth details of such defects or failure and the supplier shall make the defective equipment good, or alter the same to make it comply with the requirements of the contract forthwith and in any case within a period not exceeding three months of the initial report. These replacements shall be made by the supplier free of all charges at site. Should it fail to do so within this time, the Purchaser reserves the discretion to reject and replace at the cost of the Supplier the whole or any portion of the equipment as the case may be, which is defective or fails to fulfil the requirements of the contract. The cost of any such replacement made by the Purchaser shall be deducted from the amount payable to the Supplier.

5.5 When the acceptance tests called for have been successfully carried out, the Inspector/ultimate consignee will forthwith issue a Taking Over Certificate. The ultimate consignee shall normally issue the Taking Over certificate within six weeks of successful completion of tests.

5.6 Nothing in clause 5 shall, in any way; release the Supplier from any Warranty or other obligations under this contract.

6. DELIVERY AND DOCUMENTS:

6.1 Delivery of the goods and documents shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the terms specified by the Purchaser in its schedule of Requirements and special conditions of contract and the goods shall remain at the risk of the Supplier until delivery has been completed. The delivery of the equipment shall be to the ultimate consignee as given in the Purchase Order.

6.2 The delivery of the goods and documents shall commence immediately on placement of purchase order on vender and be completed within 3 months thereafter. The actual delivery schedule will be given in Purchase order.

6.3 The bidders at no extra cost shall provide all Technical assistance for installation, commissioning and monitoring of the equipment during laboratory evaluation, validation/type approval and field trial if any.

7. INCIDENTAL SERVICES:

7.1 The Supplier may be required to provide any or all of the following services:

(a) Performance or supervision of on-site assembly and/or start-up of the supplied goods.

(b) Furnishing of tools required for assembly and/or maintenance of supplied goods.

(c) Performance of supervision or maintenance and/or repair of the supplied goods, for a period of time agreed by the parties provided that this service shall not relieve the Supplier of any Warranty obligations under this Contract.

8. SPARES:

8.1 The Supplier shall be required to provide a list of the following materials and notifications pertaining to spare parts manufactured or distributed by the Supplier of spares including cost and quantity considered for arriving at prices of spares in Sec.II, clause 9.

(a) Such spare parts as the Purchaser may elect to purchase from the Supplier provided that such purchase shall not relieve the Supplier of any Warranty obligations under the contract.

(b) In the event of termination of production of the spare parts:

(i)
advance notification to the Purchaser of the pending termination (not less than 1 years), in sufficient time to enable the Purchaser to procure life time spares and

(ii) 
following such advance intimation of termination, furnishing at no cost to the purchaser, the blue prints, drawings and specifications of spare parts, if and when requested, the supplier will provide without any cost.

8.2 Over a period of 1 year starting from the date of final acceptance, the Supplier shall supply, at his own cost, all necessary spares which have not been included in the offer as part of the requirement. These spares should be supplied within a maximum period of 30 days from the notification by the Purchaser of his need.

9. WARRANTY:

9.1 The contractor shall warrant that equipment to be supplied shall be new and free from all defects and faults in material, workmanship and manufacture and shall be of the highest grade and consistent with the established and generally accepted standards for materials of the type ordered and shall perform in full conformity with the specifications and drawings. The Contractor shall be responsible for any defects that may develop under the conditions provided by the contract and under proper use, arising from faulty materials, design or workmanship such as corrosion of the equipment, inadequate quantity of material to meet equipment requirements, inadequate contact protection, deficiencies in circuit design and/or otherwise and shall remedy such defects at his own cost when called upon to do so by the Purchaser who shall state in writing in what respect the stores are faulty. This warranty shall survive inspection or payment for, and acceptance of goods, but shall expire except in respect of complaints notified prior to such date, ONE YEAR after the stores have been taken over under clause 5.5 above.

9.2 If it becomes necessary for the contractor to replace or renew any defective portion/portions of the equipment under this clause, the provisions of the clause shall apply to the portion/portions of the equipment so replaced or renewed or until the end of the above mentioned period of twelve months, whichever may be later. If any defect is not remedied within a reasonable time, the purchaser may proceed to do the work at the contractor’s risk and expenses, but without prejudice to any other rights, which the Purchaser may have against the contractor in respect of such defects.

9.3 Replacement under warranty clause shall be made by the contractor free of all charges at site including freight, insurance and other incidental charges.

10. PAYMENT TERMS:

10.1 90% payment shall be made on receipt of the material in good condition. 

10.2 The balance 10% payment shall be released after one year from the date of supply of item.

10.3 (a)
Sales Tax on Central Government purchases shall be paid at the prescribed rate for despatches outside the State of manufacture. Within the State of manufacture, the Sales Tax will be paid on actual on presentation of the original voucher.

(b) Any increase in taxes and other statutory duties/levies after the expiry of the delivery date shall be to the contractor’s account. However, benefit of any decrease in these taxes/duties, shall be passed on to the Purchaser by the supplier.

10.4 No payment will be made for goods rejected at site on testing.                    

11. PRICES:

Prices charged by the Supplier for Goods delivered and services performed under the contract shall not be higher from the prices quoted by the Supplier in his Bid.

(b) In the case of revision of Statutory Levies/Taxes during the finalisation period of the tender the Purchaser reserves the right to ask for reduction in the prices.

Price once fixed will remain valid for the period of delivery. Increase and decrease of taxes and other statutory duties will not affect the price during this period.

(b) In case of delayed supplies after delivery period the advantage of reduction of tax/duty would be passed on to the Purchaser and no benefit of increase in price will be permitted to the supplier if there is any increase in tax/duty.

12. CHANGES IN PURCHASE ORDERS:

12.1 The purchaser may, at any time, by a written order given to the Supplier, make changes within the general scope of the contract in any one or more of the following.

(a) Drawings, designs or specifications, where goods to be furnished under the contract are to be specifically manufactured for the Purchaser;

(b) The method of transportation or packing

(c) The place of delivery; or

(d) The services to be provided by the Supplier

12.2 If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for the execution of the contract an equitable adjustment shall be made in the contract price or delivery schedule, or both, and the contract shall accordingly be amended. Any proposal by the Supplier for adjustment under this clause must be made within thirty days from the date of the receipt of the change in order.

12.3 If the supplier fails to supply the tendered items due to obsolescence of the product he will have to supply the upgraded product at the cost mentioned in the purchase order. No request for enhancement of the cost will be entertained.

13. DELAYS IN THE SUPPLIER’S PERFORMANCE:

13.1 Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the time schedule specified by the Purchaser in its Purchase order. In case the supply is not completed in the stipulated delivery period, as indicated in the Purchase Order, purchaser reserves the right either to short close/cancel the purchase order and/or recover liquidated damage charges. The cancellation/short closing of the order shall be at the risk and responsibility of the supplier and purchaser reserves the right to purchase balance un-supplied item at the risk and cost of the defaulting vendors.

13.2 Delay by the Supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the Supplier liable to any or all of the following sanctions, forfeiture of its performance security, imposition of liquidated damages and/or termination of the contract for default.

13.3 If at any time during performance of the Contract, the Supplier or subcontractor(s) encounters conditions impeding timely delivery of the goods and performance of service, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its causes(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the Supplier’s  notice, the Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at its discretion, extend the period of performance of these contract after mutual discussion with the supplier.

14. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES:

14.1 The date of delivery of the stores stipulated in the acceptance of tender should be deemed to be the essence of the contract and delivery must be completed not later than the dates specified therein. Extension will not be given except in exceptional circumstances. Should, however, deliveries be made after expiry of the contract delivery period, without prior concurrence of the Purchaser, and be accepted by the consignee, such deliveries will not deprive the purchaser of his right to recover liquidated damages under clause 16.2 below. However, when supply is made within 21 days of the contracted original delivery period, the consignee may accept the stores and in such cases the provision of clause 16.2 will not apply.

14.2 Should the tenderer fail to deliver the stores or any consignment thereof within the period prescribed for delivery the Purchaser shall be entitled to recover 0.5% of the value of the delayed supply for each week departure of from the contractual delivery period or a part thereof for a period of up to 10(ten) weeks there after recover @0.7% of the value of the delayed supply for each week departure of from the contractual delivery period or a part thereof for another 10(ten) weeks provided that delayed portion of the supply does not in any way hamper the commissioning of the other systems. Where the delayed portion of the supply materially hampers installation and commissioning of the other systems, L/D charges shall be levied as above on the total value of the Purchaser Order. Quantum of liquidated damages assessed and levied by the Purchaser shall be final and not challengeable by the supplier.

15. FORCE MAJEURE:

15.1 If any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract shall be prevented or delayed by reason of any war, or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts or act of God (Hereinafter referred to as events) provided notice of happenings, of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason  of such event be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any such claim for damages against the other in respect of such non-performance or delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such event may come to an end or cease to exist, and the decision of the Purchaser as to whether the deliveries have been so resumed or not shall be final and conclusive, provided further that if the performance, in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days either party may, at his option terminate the contract.

15.2 PROVIDED also that if the contract is terminated under this clause, the Purchaser shall be at liberty to take over from the contractor at a price to be fixed by the Purchaser, which shall be final, all unused, undamaged and acceptable materials, bought out components and stores in the course of manufacture in possession of the contractor at the time of such termination of such portion thereof as the Purchaser may deem fit excepting such materials bought out components and stores as the contractor may with the concurrence of the Purchaser elect to retain.

16. TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT:

16.1 The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default, sent to the Supplier, terminate this Contract in whole or in part.

(a) If the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period(s) specified in the Contract, or any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser.

(b) If the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract; and

(c) If the supplier, in either of the above circumstances(s) does not remedy his failure within a period of 30 days (or such long period as the Purchaser may authorise in writing) after receipt of the default notice from the Purchaser.

16.2 In the event the Purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, pursuant to para 18.1 the Purchaser may proceed, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, goods similar to those undelivered and the Supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess cost for such similar goods. However, the Supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

17. TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY:

The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Supplier, without compensation to the Supplier. If the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent as declared by the competent court provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy, which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.

18. ARBITRATION:

18.1 In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under this agreement or in connection there with except as to matter the decision of which is specifically provided under this agreement, the same shall be referred to sole arbitration of the  General Manager (CMTS), BSNL, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or in case his designation is changed or his office is abolished then in such case to the sole arbitration of the Officer for the time being entrusted whether in addition to the functions of  the General Manager (CMTS), BSNL, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or by whatever designation such officers may be called (hereinafter referred to as the said officer) and if the General Manager (CMTS), BSNL, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such the sole arbitration or some other person appointed by the General Manager (CMTS), BSNL, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act,1996.

There will be no objection to any such appointment that the arbitrator is Government Servant or that he has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as Government Servant he has expressed views on all or any of the matter under dispute. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties. In the event of such arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred, being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reasons whatsoever such General Manager (CMTS), Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or the said officer shall appoint another person to act as arbitrator in accordance with terms of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessors.

18.2 The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of parties enlarge the time for making and publishing the award. Subject to aforesaid Arbitration and Conciliation Act; 1996 and the Rules made thereunder, any modification thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.

18.3 The venue of the arbitration proceeding shall be the Office of the  General Manager (CMTS), BSNL, Orissa Telecom, Bhubaneswar or such other places as the arbitrator may decide.

19. SET OFF:

Any sum of money due and payable to the contractor ( including security deposit refundable to him) under this contract may be appropriated by the Purchaser or the Government or any other person or persons contracting through the Govt. of India and set off the same against any claim of the Purchaser or Govt. or such other person or persons for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by the Contractor with the Purchaser of Govt. or such other person or persons contracting through Government of India.

SECTION IV

SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1 The special conditions of contract shall supplement the 'Instructions to Bidders' as contained in Section II & 'General Conditions of the Contract' as contained in Section III and wherever there is a conflict, the provisions herein shall prevail over those in Section II and Section III.
