SECTION -IV 
 

SERVICE PROVIDER'S OBLIGATIONS 
 

1. Service to be provided is to supply on demand the commercial vehicles with licensed drivers, 
registered as commercial vehicles on hiring basis for running within the jurisdiction of Cuttack  SSA 
under PGMTD. Cuttack and within the state of Odisha as and when required. The essence of the 
contract is to provide Prompt, Punctual, Efficient, Safe, Courteous and Quality Service. The contractor 
( Employer ) must pay to each and every motor driver ( Skilled labourer ) employed by him for each 
and every commercial vehicle on applicable daily minimum wages rates for skilled labourers as 
circulated from time to time by Dy. CLC ( Central ) , Bhubaneswar so as to ensure the compliance of 
minimum wages Act – 1948. 

2. Quantity of Vehicles to be hired are shown in the Scope of Work. However, BSNL shall place the 
order only as per the actual requirement from time to time from the empanelled transporters as per 
Section IV of tender document. 

3. Allotment of vehicles: Allotment of vehicle to different site in charges or sections purely lies with 
PGMTD, Cuttack. Decision of PGMTD, Cuttack in this regard is final and binding on all the bidders. 

4. Duty Hours of vehicles are normally for ten hours per day on all working days of month excluding 
Sunday and National Holidays or as per actual requirement within the prescribed limit fixed. However 
actual duty hours shall be specified by actual users of vehicle. Vehicle will halt at night at outstations 
if required and night halt charges as applicable can be claimed by the contractor. Except vehicle used 
by PGMTD Cuttack , AGM(Trans ), Cuttack  & SDE(Trans), Cuttack  OT is restricted to 15 hrs in a 
month for all other vehicles .In case of emergency the vehicle can be utilized in Sunday and National 
Holidays, with prior approval of PGMTD, Cuttack . The vehicle owner is not allowed to use the 
vehicle for any other commercial purpose after duty hours. If vehicle used for any unlawful purpose 
the vehicle supplier will be responsible for the consequence. 

5. Notice period for supply of vehicles shall be one day in advance for Regular requirements. One hour 
in advance for additional requirement during office hours. Telephonic intimation shall be considered as 
notice. Vehicle allotted to one unit/station can be changed and will be allotted to other unit/section 
within the Telecom. District depending upon the requirement. Notice for change of station / unit will be 
given at least 15 days in advance and will be effective from first day of the following month. 

6. Reporting Place for vehicles is within the jurisdiction of Cuttack SSA under PGMTD Cuttack. 
Actual place of reporting shall be specified by users of vehicles. 

7. Counting of Distance will be from the starting point of the user and closing at the point wherever user 
completes his / her travel. The distance covered per day between user delivery address and the garage/ 
normal parking place will be allowed on actual basis or 5 KMs whichever is less. 

8. Accuracy of Meters will be checked periodically by any authorized officer of BSNL and 
BSNL/PGMTD, Cuttack reserves the right to get the meter calibrated or checked at any time at his 
sole discretion and in the event of any error/fault in the meter being noticed, the bill for the journey 
undertaken (including those undertaken earlier) would be adjusted, besides any other penal action as 
decided by BSNL, which may even lead to termination of Contract. 

 
8. Miscellaneous Conditions:- Service Provider should comply with the following: 

 
(i) Telephones- Telephones, where requisition of vehicles can be conveyed all the 24 hrs. Telephone 

Numbers must be specified in the bid. 

(ii) Identity Cards- Proper Identity Cards after verifying  the  antecedents  of  his  drivers'  through

(iv) Uniforms- provide his  employees  uniforms  as  required  under  the  rules  which  shall  be  worn  

by them all the time while on duty. 
 

(v) Govt.Tax / Levy / Duty other than Service Tax for the vehicles will be borne by the Service Provider. 

(vi) Parking / Toll Charges, if any, may be claimed by Producing valid parking / Toll slips. 

(vii) Drivers attested/self attested copy of driving license (light motor vehicle) should be submitted during 
the contractual period. 

(viii) Consumables  like  lubricants,  tyres,  battery  and  repairs,  maintenance,  taxes,  insurance,  etc.  
will be to the Service Provider's liability. 

(ix) Assign driving to  only  qualified  experienced  licensed  drivers  and  also  assume  full  
responsibility for the safety and security of the officers/officials and store items. 

(x) Duty Slips in duplicate copy to  be  printed  and  serially  numbered  by  the  Service  Provider  as  
per prescribed format of  BSNL (Annexure - M  ) and should ensure that  at the end of duty; the   
duty slips are completed and signed by the users. 

(xi) Vehicles Up-keep shall be in  good  condition  along  with  good  and  clean  Seat  covers  &  
curtains. Vehicles so hired may be inspected by a pre-designated committee of  BSNL  officers with 
reference to good/properly maintained vehicle including cabin, upholstery, seats etc. 

(xii) Multi-utility Purpose- If the department wants to take some stores to be transported, those stores to be 
Transported by MUV. 

(xiii) Unused KMs if any during a particular month will be carried over to the subsequent two months and 
will be adjusted against any extra KMs if performed over and above the fixed ceiling limit for the 
vehicle allotted to the site In charge. 

9. Debarring  Conditions:- 
i) No sub-contracting of the Service allotted is permissible by BSNL. The near relatives of all BSNL 

employees either directly recruited or deputation are prohibited from participation in this tender. 
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ii) The tampering of meter  reading,  vehicle  usage  timings,  overwriting  of  Summary  /  log  sheet  
and misbehavior of  driver  while  on  duty  shall  be  viewed  seriously,  leading  to  even  
cancellation of contract. If meter tampering is proved then a penalty of Rs 1000/- (Rupees one 
thousand) only on each occasion will be levied. 

iii) Any misbehavior of bidder to officers of BSNL will be viewed seriously, will subject to lead 
termination of contract at any stage. 

iv) Service Provider shall not engage any person below 18 years of age. 
v) If at any point of time it is found that the contractor has provided other vehicle than the allotted vehicle

vi) No vehicle should be supplied having registration in the name of an employee of BSNL or their close 
relative and certificate to this effect should be given on the body of the bill while submitting claim. 

 
10 BSNL will not have obligation:-

personnel that might become  applicable  under  any  Act  or  Order  of  the  Govt.  in  this  regard  
and the Service Provider shall  indemnify  BSNL  against  any/all  claims  which  may  arise  under 
the provisions of various Acts, Government Orders etc. and  any  breach  of  such  laws  or  
regulations shall be deemed to be breach of this contract. 

(ii) No direct or  indirect  liability  arising  out  of  such  negligent,  rash  and  impetuous  driving  which 
is an offence under section 29 of IPC and any loss caused to BSNL have  to  be  suitably  
compensated by Service Provider.

11. Penalty for breach of terms & conditions: 

(i) In case of break down, after it's reporting for  duty,  the  vehicles  will  have  to  be  replaced  by  
same type immediately or not more  than  one  hour.  In case  of  non-availability  of  suitable  vehicle 
a penalty  upto  Rs.  200/-  may  be  imposed  in  addition  to  deduction  on  pro-rata  basis  for the 
period. If the number of break down exceeds  three  times  in  a  month,  a  penalty  of  Rs.300/- per 
break down shall be imposed. 

(ii) The penalty for absence  during  extra  Hour  duty  will  be  Rs.150  per  occasion  and  for  
Temporary absence during duty hours without valid permission shall  be  Rs.100per  hour  of  
absence. 

(iii) In case of non-availability of vehicles  for  any  particular  day  penalty  of  Rs.500/-  per  day  shall 
be imposed in addition to deduction of hire charges on pro-rata basis for the period. 

(iv) If the vehicle provided  by  the  Service  Provider  is  found  to  be  not  in  good  condition  or  
without proper document; the vehicle  may  be  rejected  and  sent  back.  No payment shall be made 
on account of such rejection. However in  case  of  dispute  the  decision  of  PGMTD  Cuttack  would 
be final. 

(v) Replacement of vehicle due to any reason should satisfy all tender conditions like paper 
documents and license, Tax, Model, Registration, commercial etc. 

(vi) Service provider should not refuse to provide vehicles against BSNL's requirement and on each refusal 
penalty as given at item (iii) above will be deducted from the running bills besides any other action 
which may even lead to termination of contract.

Copy of 

valid service tax registration certificate./ GST Regd certificate. If GSTIN not obtained, undertaking to this effect 

may be given to submit the GSTIN.Affidavit issued by notary on stamp paper regarding declaration of no near 

relative employed in BSNL.Affidavit   issued   by   notary   on   stamp   paper   for   declaration   regarding   not   

blacklisted   firm   and firm is not debarred. In case of self attested copies, the concerned bidder should produce 

original when called for by the committee. 

2. Right to Accept or Reject: 

BSNL shall not be bound to accept the lowest or any tender and reserves the right to accept or reject any bid or to 

accept whole or a portion of tender, as it may deem fit, without assigning any reason thereof and without 

incurring any liability to the affected bidder(s) for the action of BSNL. 
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3. Right to vary quantities 
 

BSNL reserves the right at the time of award of contract to increase or decrease upto 25% of the 
required quantity of services specified in the schedule of requirements without any change in hiring 
charges of the offered quantity and other terms and conditions. 

 
4. Annulment of Award 

Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirement of clause 36 of section II shall 
constitute sufficient ground for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security in which 
event BSNL may make the award to any other bidder at the discretion of BSNL or call for new bids. 

 
 

5. Terms of Payment: 

 
 The payment shall be made within 30 days from the date of receipt of the bills in the office of PGMTD, Cuttack  

. Monthly bills in respect of vehicles engaged on monthly basis or daily basis shall be submitted in duplicate to 

the authority specified in contract along with completed duty slips duly signed by the user by the 15th of the 

following month for payment. The copy of Service Tax paid Challan for the previous month / quarter as the case 

may be should be produced along with the bills for payment. In case, the bills are not submitted to BSNL as per 

above schedule, it will not take responsibility for delay in payment. The bills should be submitted in duplicate to 

BSNL for payment vehicle-wise. It should be ensured that there is no overwriting in  the  duty  slips.  In   no   

case,   duty   slip   without   signature   will   be   accepted   for   payment and if it is found so, the amount will be 

disallowed.In case the vehicle engaged on monthly basis is to be discontinued as per BSNL during the month, the 

bill is paid on actual basis, as per terms & conditions. 

 
6. Clause by clause compliance. 

A clause- by - clause compliance of service to be provided shall be given as per Scope of Work U/S III and 
General & Commercial Conditions U/S-II &IV. In case of deviation a statement of deviation shall be given. 

 
7. Duration / Period of Contract: 

Normally contract will be awarded for 1 (one) year. However, extension for the next year/part thereof will be 
considered keeping in view the various factors, such as prevailing market price, satisfactory performance of the 
firm. 

 
8. Variation in tender cost- BSNL reserves the right to increase 

upto 50% in emergent case only with proportionate variation in tender period. The PGMTD, Cuttack  reserves 
 the  right  to increase  the contract  period  from  the  agreed  period  for  a maximum 6 months with increase of 
25 % of estimated cost. He also reserves the right to cancel the contract at any time without assigning any reasons 
 thereof.

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9). The bid security will be forfeited.

The Service Provider will 

provide Commercial vehicles on hire basis for Bharat Sanchar Nigam Ltd for official use on the terms 

and conditions herein contained, and rates as mentioned schedule in appendix-I. The "Service 

Provider"  has deposited Rs………..(Rupees………………… ) as interest  free Performance 

Security. 

Now these present witnesses and it is hereby agreed and declared by and between the parties 
to these present as followings. 

 
1. The Service Provider shall during the period of this contract, that is to say from………… 

to _________ or until this contract is determined by such  notice  as  herein  after  mentioned, will 
provide commercial vehicles not older than  model 2014 onwards , on the rates accepted as described in 
schedule vide appendix-I to this agreement. BSNL shall reimburse that amount of service tax, if any, paid 
by the Service Provider to the authorities on account of the services rendered by him to BSNL. This 
reimbursement shall be admissible on production of proof of deposit of the same by the Service Provider. 
It is agreed by the Service Provider that number of vehicles required is likely to change and may be 
demanded according to the exigencies of service by BSNL. 
2. The Service Provider shall comply with all the terms and conditions of Bid documents 

contained which are part and parcel of this agreement and forms integral part of this 
agreement and also the following. 

3. The authorities of BSNL indicated in Annexure-p shall place an order for their requirement on 
the official Hire order form Annexure-Q( herein after called Hire order ) and will receive 
acknowledgement from the Service Provider for supply of vehicles. It is anticipated that the 
Service Provider will supply vehicles to these authorities on regular basis until such time the 
contract is valid and the parties in agreement are satisfied with the performance of the 
contract. 
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4. The Service Provider agrees with the BSNL and with each authority competent to order that 
every contract of hire order should be subject to the terms of this Agreement for vehicle Hire 
and in the event of a conflict between these terms and the terms in hire order, the terms of this 
Agreement for vehicle Hire shall prevail. 

 
5. Service Provider will provide vehicles to BSNL not older than 2014 onwards model and 

registered for the commercial purpose only and taxes; insurance etc. due on such vehicles 
shall be the liability of the Service Provider. 

6. The Service Provider should provide the particular make & model of vehicle as agreed upon 
in the contract. The BSNL only reserves the right to substitute it with another similar vehicle. 
If for any reason whatsoever the BSNL is not happy with the condition of the vehicle 
provided, the Service Provider's nearest office will be informed immediately and they should 
accept any liability to replace it as per requirement. If for any reason the Service Provider is 
not in a position to provide a substitute vehicle as demanded by the BSNL then the BSNL will 
be free to engage a vehicle from the open market and debit the expenditure on account of it on 
the claims payable to the Service Provider 

 
7. Service Provider will submit bills in accordance with Section-V, Clause (5) of the Bid 

document to General Section of PGMTD office Cuttack  on monthly basis for release of 
payment by BSNL. 

 
8. The driver of the vehicle shall always hold a valid Photo Identity Card issued the local Central 

/ State govt. office competent to issue such cards as per Section-IV, clause 8(ii) and also carry 
duty slips printed by the Service Provider as per the Format prescribed by BSNL, where the 
date, time, KMs reading, purpose and places visited are to be filled in and signed by the Users 
/ BSNL officials. On the basis of these duty slips, the bills shall be raised to BSNL by the 
Service Provider. Counting of distance will be from the starting point of the user and closing 
at the point wherever user completes his / her travel. The distance covered per day between 
user delivery address and the garage/ normal parking place will be allowed on actual basis or 
5 KMs whichever is less. 

 
9. If the Service Provider fails to provide the vehicle to BSNL and if the service is not found 

satisfactory enough, the BSNL shall have the right to terminate the contract in whole or part 
and action deemed fit as per clause (36) of Section II of Bid Document. 

 
10. In the event of any mechanical failure/breakdown of vehicle after it's reporting for duty, the 

Service Provider shall arrange for replacement by another Commercial Vehicle. Non- 
compliance may attract penalty as per Clause (11) of Section IV of Bid Document. 

 
11. The following penalties will accrue to the Service Provider in addition to the deduction on 

hire charges on pro-rata basis on monthly hire slab. The penalty amount shall be deducted 
from the running bills besides any other action which may even lead to termination of 
contract:- 
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       In case of break down, after it's reporting for duty, the vehicles will have to be replaced by 
same type immediately or not more than one hour.
